OF GOPON

Russian Priest, Leader of the
Strikers in St, Petersburg

A STUDENT OF SOCIALISM

Herder of Pigs and Geese in His Youth,
He Has Become a Leader of Men
by Sheer Farce of
Character.

.

Futber George Gopon, leader of ihe
Bt Petorsburg strikers, visited {he
Unlted States in 1801 and toures) New
York In eompauy with a gulde and
then went ou to Bostoti as a delegate
1o the Ofddeth annlversary cglebration
of the Yooung Men's Chirlstinn assocla-
tions, says the New York American.
Those who met lim In Boslon de
seribe Llin &% o very energetic persom,
who did not look more than forly years
oll, wherens he is nearly sixty-five
His fumily name & Agathon, but for
politleal ressons be has ebanged that
to Gopon.

In hoth New York nod in Boston the
priest took n lively Interest in pollee,
educationn] and politien) methods, He
visited and examingl every fnstitntion
of a public charncter that he conld,
and since his réturn to Russis e hos
based much of lis writings on what be
observed here.

The man who has perhinps comie jnto
closest comtuet with Futher Gopon I
Christinn Brinton, an urt crilic of New
York. who hug spent many years in
Russia and has known Father Gopon
for wore than ten years,

“The priest is a peasant,” said Mr
Brinton, “He comes from the pens-
antry of Poltava, and in his thoughts
and feellngs he is ot one with the
workingmen who are now fightisg for
thelr Hberties.

“Like Witte, he was a bender of pigs
and geese when be was a child, sod
like Witte, he has become o leider of
men by sheer force of chamcter. His
origin is obscure. His people were poor
plain pensants, who gave their all to
give him n good educantion, and in re-
turn be has given his mighty lotellec
tusl powers to the people of lis class
The workingmen worship him, His
word is law among them.

“from his earliest youlh he has been
a student of the socinl apd econpmile
conditlons surronnding the poorer class-
ea of the Russinn empire. He wont Lo
good schools in Poltava and finally ob-
talned his entrance at one of the .
naries, where be studled for the prie
bood. But by that tithe lis strong and
lberal views had taken root. and hie
utterances were of such a Hberal char
acter that he was compelled to leave
the seminary before graduation. By
clever diplomacy, of which he is o mas-
ter, by the way, he managed to obiain
priestly orders, though the Russixn
church would never. grant him a pas
torate.

“So he has gone from town te town
and from provinee to province preach
ing to congregntions that nlways wei
come him with delight and reversnce
In this mapner he Lax been able to
reach u far larger auvdience than hbe
could hove done bad be been u pastor
o a simple country community.

“T'ke result has been that practically
all Russin knows the mun and believes
in him. Of eourse the offlcinl class hute
nnd fear him, but they do not desplse |
him, for they know his power with the |
people. That I8 why be has never heen
arrested nnd exiled. But for his power
with the peasantry and theé worklng
people Lo would have long since rotied
i Stbheria.

“I bave never sesn a more lnpressive
figure 0 the puiplt than this Russian

priext. He is not tall, but he is n pow
erfully bullt, deep chested, modsive
man. His volce is very deop, and wieq
