Every Piece of Fire Fighting Apparatus
in the City Brought Out and Fire
Was Stopped With Damage
of $1,500,000.

Indianapolis, Iad., Feb, 20.—A fire,
which started last night in the ware-
house of Fahnley & MoCren, wholesals
millinery, destroyed property valoed at
$1,500,000, For four hours the whale-
sale distriet, bounded by Georgia and
Meridian street, Jackson Place and the
Union depot sheds, was menneed, At
6:30 o'clock three general  alarms
brought in every engine in the ¢ity and
subtirbs.. ‘When the fire was bro
under eontrol, eight bulldings, among
which were three hotels, hud been eom-
letely dastroyed. One ficeman was burt
v falling walls,

Firebranda fell in a perfect slorm
over the business portion of the cily,
and on every building were stationed
wompanjes men  equip with fire
apparitus and their united efforts sue-
cepded in preventing a general conila-
gration. In the A, Kieter Drug com-
pany's ware rooms muny barrels of oils
and explosives were stored, and in the
Delmotsch company's wholesale house
whiere o senson’s stock of Oreworks was
Isoated, several serious explosions oe-
ourred.
