BOOKKEEPER, BUT
NOT DISHONEST.

Committee of Investigation
Finds Bookkeeping Does
Not Comply With Require-
ments of Vermont Statutes.
S0 Reports to Council.

AUTITORS REPORT
UPHELD BY FINDINGS

But Committee Also Finds
That Mr. Smith Was Not
Excessively Extravagant in
the Aid Furnished City’s
Unfortunate.

The report of the commission appoint-
ed by Manyor Barclay lo investigate the
overseer of the poor department of the
city reported at & mecting of the city
council last evening. Oversesr Charles
A. Smith was exonerated from all sua-
piclon of dishonesty, but was deelared
to have been lax in methods, In brief
the eoramission finds:

Did not execeed hid duty in removing
Mrs. William C. Mitchell to the city
farm after she was injured.

Did not conform to the law as hereto-
fare practiced by city officials in mak-
ing up his mceounts,

Was not dishonest.

The commission recommends system
and pecuracy. : :

Thoe report was aceepted almost with-
out oomg;;t by the council, with the
exception that they comsidered there
should be less lax mothods hereafter.
The entire repart is as follows:

Gentlemen: —Your committee ap-
pointed by the mayor, by authority
of a resolution adopted by the city
<ouncil Feb, 6th, 1905,

“To make a thorough investiga-
tion of all expenditures and sll mat-
ters connected with the support of
the poor for the past nine months.”

Respectiully reporta as follows:

We find by Vermont statutes that
an overueer of the poor shall keep
in & book for that purpose an ftem-
izod account of moneys received und
oxpended by him, snd debts in-
enrred  against the city. The so-
count shall state from whom wsuch
money wans received and for whom
and what purpose expenditures have
been mnde, and debts Incurred.

We find by the rity charter and
ordinances that for ench and every
payment of mopey made by him,
aforesunid, as he shall obialn »
voucher shall show the date and -
in detail the materinls, wapplies,
Tabor and relief for which the pay-
ment is made, and which voncher
shall be signed by the actual per-
son, flrm or corporation to whom
the payment wos made,

We find that the overseer's moth-
ol of book-keeping, necepling, pay-
ing and filing bills and rmwter&. is
not suoh ns complies with the word-
Ing or intent of the Vermont stat
utes, city charter or ordinances, as
thoy have been heretofore  inter-
preted for the conducting of this
amnd other city offices,

There' has not heen excossive ox-
travagance in the help furnished
those who were unforfunate and
neaded same, but that thore has
been more Jiberal aesistance given
than in tha past, which by the sen-
timent, expressid through the press
and by private speech appearod to
ba tha wish of the peoplo.

That some of the heaviest hLills
for support or aid weére in favor
of those who partially or whelly
sontired  the oversser for H‘.]x'_ﬂdf-
tures mnde, und in severnl conen
those helped had a balance their
dus on Dee, list, 1804, as shown
by overseer’s booka,

Although some expenditures might
e oriticised, we are unable to find
that the overseer excoeded his au-
thority in any partienlar ease, or
that his jodgment or et was auch
na to bring any material loss to
the ecity.

Substitution of vouchers as men-
tioned in auditor's report, we be-
Heve to be n case of faulty methods
in using personal oheck ns voucher.
The oversesr having a perfect right
ta keep all funds furnished him by
the eity if be so desives, or to
deposit in bank, and distribute by
personanl check,

In this ocase he wused personal
cheok, filing same as voucher for
expenditure, together with jtemized
memorandum on voucher hlank, Int-
er flled ted bill for part of
same, #nd still later, ns. we under-
stand it, fled another momorandum
to show part of expenditure covered
by said eheek. All or any part of
which did not conform to the law
as heretofore practieed by eily of-
ficiala, *

The memorandn which were filed
could not be used by suditors, they
being obliged 1o use book accounts
with vouchers in detail, properly
vertified, to verify by.

We find that asesignments of
wiages and other property righta
have been takem ad security for
help rendered, and to be rondered,
by overseer.

We find that some of thess are
assignments to the overseer in his
official character, others penoually,
dependont on circumstances, condi-
tions pod chayneter of considerntion
pasigned.

Wa find that the same have gen-
ernlly besn made under advice of
the vity attorney’s office,

Haviug no avothrity to pummen
or swear witneases, your committes
was unable to procuro all testi-
mony Lhat mlght be desirnble to
thoroughly verify all actions of the
overseer, but feel that this report
covers the transactions during the
term designated in the resolution au-
thorizing its appointment in a fair
and impartial msnner.

We believe from all informution
brought to our attention, that Mr.
Smith, as overseer of the poor, has
condnted the office with the best of
intentions, honestly and at a lacge
o:pm:nlr:i reonal attention, And
that the necessity for the eriticism
your committes huve made is cansed
by the overscer not remlizing the
nivowsity of syelem snd securncy
in recording all transanctions in
proper form, snd in wmot insisting
on proper vouchers for a reference
and vorification in all cases,

Aldrich Library Discussion.

The transfer of the lot of land en
the corner of Washington and Elm
streets by the city to the Aldrich Libra-
ry trustees was brought up by E. W.
Hishee und N. D, Phalps, who reported
that the trustees had r:und they could
not mecept the deed ns drawn up by
tha city atiorney, as some parts of it

wera not wm}utihlu with the provisions’

of the will of the inte Leomard ¥. Al-
drich, who gave the funds for the -
brary. The trustees, therefore, present-
ed a deed for the consideration of the
council and it will be considered by
the commeil in conjunciion with the eity
attorney. Both Mr. Bisbee and Mr,
Phielps spoke at some length ond were
questioned by the members.

The deed presentod by the city at-
torney :‘mlms that the iibrary should
be kept open all the time. This, de-
dlared the trustees, they were unable
to guucantee, as they didn't konow if
they would have funds enough for it,
but' they would keep it open as jang
during the day as they were able, The
Giordon deed stipulated that the trus.
teos should provide room for the city's
books; ns wany as should be aeccumulat-
ad. The trustess stated that they were
prepared to house as many s< possible,
but if the librry stack rooms should
become filled up and the city should
acquire a jot of new books, the trosteca
might not have funds to huild addi-
tional stack room, In that contingen-
oy, they would not he able to live up
to the provisions of the dead. The Gor-
don desd slipulated that the building
be erected within thrée years, and that
i burned it should be replaced within
one year's time. The trustess main-
tained that the latter condition would
not be powsible. Said the trustees, the
deed prescnted by the city attorney is
full of conditions and restrietion which
cannot be complied with aceording to
the will,

Robing wanted the trustecs’ deed ne-
cepted and mads that motion, Albi-
settl objected and wanted it referred
to City Attornoy Gordon, niso Sowden,
while McKonzie und Burke thought the
deed would come back from the eity

NELSON.

“Young Corbet™ Finished in
Nine Rounds.

BOTH MEN IN CONDITION

Corbett Rushed Opponent for First Few
Rounds, but Tide Began to Turn
in the Fifth — Attendance
Over 4,000,

Woodward's Pavilion, San Francisco,
Feb, 28 —"Battling” Nelson of Chicago,
in nine rounds defeated “Young Cor-
bett,” ex-champion festherweight of the
world, when they mot for the second
time at Woodward’s Pavilion tonight in
a contest to determine whieh of tha
twe should meet Champion Britt in
% return mateh, Between 4,000 nnd 5,
000 persons witnessed the spectacls,
and it is estimated that the receipts
will approximute £15 000,

Nelson entered the ring a favorite
in the betting. Corbett received a great
ovation when he entered the arena.
Corbett, who aften has claimed lack of
condition as the cause of his recent
defeat by Nelson, realized that defeat
tonight might send him into ilistic
obseurity. He had trained fwithfully
for two months and teinght announced
that be was in perfect shape. His state-
ment wis corroborated as be stripped
for mction, ns it was évident that the
man who had twice lowerad the colors
of MeGovern, was fit for the battle of
his life. Ho looked fresh, strong and
gonfident, and expressed himself as hope-
ful of an oarly and easy vietory,

Nelson likewise had devoted himself
{0 a drastio course in training but had
oxperienoed diffieulty in  making  the
specified weight. He continued lis con-
ditioning process until the day of the

| fight, while Corbett spent the lnst day

in yest, It was Jearned that Nelson
spent part of today in a bath establish-
ment, in opdey to save his forfeit,
Physically he showed little signe of the
woar and tear of this training.
Corbett was the first to emfer the
ring at 9:54, and Nelson at 10:07. They
shook hands cordinlly and then went to
their corpers,  The confest, which was
a 10 round affalr, Marquis of Quecns-
biry, was ealled at 10:08. In the first
threa rounds Corbett had o shade the
better of it. In the fourth it was an
oven thing, and the fifth wgs Nelson's
by & wide margin. Corbeit went to
bis _ocorner ut the end of the
sixth and ba took a ferrific beating in
the seventh. It was all Nelson’s round.
In the eighth round Corbett Innged out
wildly with left and they mixed it in
the centor in the oighth, Corbett land-
ing several uppercuts to the juw, daxing
the Dane! There was a terrific uproar,
but Nelson kept after Corhett and land-
ed almost st will. He forced Corbett
to the ropes with left and right swi
to head and body. He kept up this
work, Corbett fighting with an exhibi-
tion of eness saldom sesn in a ring.
Nelson drove Corbett in his pwn corner,
raining right and left to the jaw. He
kept on administering terrific punish-
ment,  Corbett was game and fought
back like s wild man, landing two hard
rights to the jaw. Nelson then got
Corbett against the ropes and Corbett
threw bis arms around his own face to
protect himself from ihe Dane's terrific
unishment. The gong rang with Cor-
it in this position and all bul out.
In the ninth and last round, Corbett
broke ground amd received a straight
left and then sént a siraight right to
the jsw, Corbett sent in two lefts to
the face and then shot a straight left
to the chin, but Nelson rotaliated in
kind, giving blow for blow. The ex-
chumpion. was sgain buffeted about the
ring, and a right to the jaw sent him

ta the ropes. Soddenly Corbett shot
two straight vights to the jaw, but
Nelson nover budgeidl an inch, Corbett

rullied again, driving left and right to
the face. They worked to the center
of the ving, Corbett fioplly going to
the floor from o straight right, which
caught him on the jaw. He took the
count, got up, but wus so proggy that
he could searcely stand. Nelson went
at him like & tiger ut this point, seeing
that their man wea hopelessly  de-
feated, the seconds threw up the sponge
and Corbett was bomme to his corner.
Nelson was given the decision.
