“A farm thickly covered with maple
trees would slways be valuable, because
maple sugar and syrup, owing to their
rmuliar delicious flavar, will always be
n good demand at an excellont price.
There would be no outlny for fertilizers,
foncen, agricultursl implements or seeds,
I know of n man who, when much past
middle age, planted a rocky field and
ravine with maple trees, and lived to
enjoy the fruit of his labors. The
sugar camps in Ohio are sometimes con-
sldorad the most valuable part of the
farms. There is no doubt that maples,
like other trees{whether of the forest
of frult-bearing species), will make a
more rapid growtn in a good soil than
in n poor one; but it I8 equally certain
ibat in thewr native home they will
grow in u poor soil, There is no guess
work about this, New England is the
native hiabitat of the sugar maple. The
encyclopedia Britannica says: ‘It is the
most abundant in the Now Englund
states pnd Canada” The Library of
Universal Knowledge says: ‘It abounds
in the northern part of the United Btates
and in the British possessions.’

“According to Lhe census of 1830,
five New England states produced 13,
068,241 pounds of maple sugar, and
128,001 gallons of maple molasses. The
single state of Vermont prodused 11,
261,077 pounds of maple sugar, and
128,001 gullons of maple molasses, Ap-
cording to the eensus of 1800, Vermont
had increased her production of maple
sugar to 14,128021 pounds, and had
incrensed production of maple molasses
over 25 per cent. This large production
of swestness was obtained from trees
thai grew of their own accord, without
planting. 1 will venture to gay there
18 not a valley or mountain side in
New England, where there is sufficient
loose earth to amchor them om which
small maples with proper care in setting
and the necossury attention afterwards,
counld not be made to grow to n fair
slze,

*“When once a maple orchard had
been planted, and the trees had ob
tained a fair start, there would be no
more trouble or expense, and when la
enough to be tapped sugar oould be
made from their sap year after year
without moy perceptible damnge to Lhe
trees. To make sugar from cane, sorg-
bum or beeta, there must be the same
never-ending labor every year to mature
the land, plant, cnltivate and harvest

| the crop, extract the juice and evapo-

rate it, With a maple orchard there
is pothing to be done i’mt tap the troes,
gather the sap and boil it down to
sugar, The work comes at s leisture
time in the spring, when farm work s
not pressing and labor is plentiful and
chesper than later in the season, when

It may be that in try-
ing to supply our country with sugoer
from cane, sorghum and bests we have
been working in the wrong direction,
There is cheap land enough in the north-
awrn and eastern atates, which if plant-
ed with maples, would produce more
sugar and syrup than could be con
sumed in thia country, and at o Jower
price.
