Has a Brattleboro Postage Stamp.

Albert El. Homer, of Nashua, N, H,
& collector of ancient curiosities and
“¥yo olden furnitvure” has  recently
come into possession. of 0 Babtleboro
postage stamp lssued by s postmaster
of that town. This stamp iz of the five
cent variety, diminutive in appearanee,
and dark colored. These stamps were
among the first ever issted  in Lhe
United Statses and were first sont out
by the postmaster of Brattleboro who
used them in place of the wsual frank-
Ing stump letters, They are of the date
of 1845, 46, and 47, On the issus of
thiese stamips, the United States govern.
ment took the cue for the design of the
present stamp, Later the post-office de-
partment was authorized to adopt the
plan and since that date the paster
stamp has become the standard form
for all the governments of the world,
This stamp ia considerad very valuable,
Mr. Homer says that one of them has
been sold as high as 8600, although he
does not expect to realize any such sum
for this one, !

To Detect Adulteration.

O, H, Jones, ohemist of the Vermont
Experiment Station, has just published
in the 17th report an account of his
work an the detection of aduiteration
of maple sugars and syrops with eano
sugar, No method has hitherto been
known whereby this common means of
wdulteration oould be  delected, with
cerdainty.  The methods worked out by
Mr. Jones are mow being quite widely
ueed in the food laboratories of the
country. The head of the Canadian Ju-
ternal Revemue Laboratory spent two
daya with Mr. Jones recently, mnd has
now in hand a large number of proseca.
tions against Canadian maple producers
based npon results oblained by the Ver-
mont station mothod.

PRODUCTION OF MAPLE SUGAR.

Bureau of Forestry Seeks to Develop
and Extend the Industry,

The Burean of Forestry has been
stwlying the maple sugar industry with
the view of securing a large use of the
maple forgsts, Since 1850 the area of
maple sugar furming has greatly chang-
ed and shrunk. In early duys maple
sugar was commonly mmle, even in
many parts of the South, becnuse cane
sugor was virfuaily unobtainable. No
longer is there even a limited produe-
tion an South Caroling, Ceorgia, Als-
Lok, Mississippl, Louisiuns and Ar-
kansas. This s because oane sugar
can pow be bought ever¥Ywhore nt a jow
priee, and is preferred to maple sugur
for sweetening. In Indiana, Michigan
and 1linois, the maple trees have heen
extensively ent for lumber; thus redue
ing the opportunity for tree tapping,
In those states also the markets are
glutted with imitations, which removes
the incentive to extending the industry.
In pther states, us in western Maryland,
West Virginia, Ohio, New York and in
New England, the maple sugur industry
bas beld its own or heen increased.

The best sap flow 15 secured in the
cooler povthern states, yet good resulls
wan be expectad in most of Pennsylva-
nieg and West Virginia, in westemn
Maryland, all of Indiana and Kentucky,

eastern Tennessee, and western North
Caroling, At present the largest pro-

ducers of sugor maple products are
Ohio, Vermont, and New York. The
sugir and black um[ll(-s yield the most
nnd the best sap, although some other
species of maple may tm worked to
ndvnntoge when uneither of these is
available,

The muple s & hardy and vigorous
tree and readily reproduces itself, so
there noed be no fear of failure of sap
supply, For sap production the all im-
ortant considerntion is for the tree to
wve o full and heavy crown. Yet it
should nlso grow under forest condi.
tions which maintain a ground cover
of Titter and humua,

As o result of the study recently
made, definite diregtions for the man-
agement and improvement of existing
groves, and for the estubishment of
new ones in suitable loealities dnd under
different conditons, have been propared
and will soon ba published. Many valu-
able dnta regarding the profit in mak-
ing muple sugar were also colleeted,
From these it appears thut a farmer
can ensily clear about $3 an acre from
a sugar move, The expenses in this
estimate are placed at & maximum; all
tha labor and hauling ave charged in
at market rates, though as & matter
of fact the sugar season falls at o time
when the farmer has little other em-
plogment for himself or his horses,
I actunl practice, for the farmer who
ean do most of his own work the profit
should be considernbly larger. And the
land thus utilized will yield little or
nothing under any other wuse,

Maple trees now furniah but a small
per cent of the commereial maple sugar
and syrap,  Whils the demauntd for botl
these commodities has constantly in
ereased, the output from maple trees
has decransed during the past twenty
years. The trade has been supplied
only by radieally adultarating the pure
gonds, or by manufacturing a produst
entirely irom forelgn materials. It is
conservatively estimoted that soven.
oighths of what is sold as maple syrup
and sugar is & spurious nrticle. Most
of the fabrications are entirely harm-
less, but they are not the real thing,
Those fortunate enough to have eaten
the gemnine article will always demiand
it, and conditions should be such that
they muy get it if they are willing
to pay the price,

1o fault does not lie with the pro-
ducers, those who tup the trees and
reduce the il\ll to syruap and sugar, but
Wil= the middlewmen who buy the sugar
and mix and adulterate it mmost profit-
ably for themselves, The extent of
this adulterntion is illustrated by the
fuct that while the amount of the raw
product has largely increased and its
market price has been reduced. Of Inte
years the price has fallen in direct
relation to the decremse in the price
of cane sugar,

The most eommon substitutes used in
the adulteration of maple sugnr aod sy-
rup are other su and glucose, Much
of tho so-ealled maple syrup on the
market is nothing bpt a eombination
of sweels with a littls mapls molasses
added to give the maple flavor, There
1 also & maple syrup which contains
no maple at all, but the flavor is obtain.
ed by adding {o the compound an ex-

tract of hickory bark. is extensive

purity. In this way a trade of good
proportions hns been built up.
