Boiler Explodes on Gunboat
Bennington

MORE THAN 200 WOUNDED

Worst Disaster to Navy Since Sinking
of Maine—Accident Occurred in
Harbvor of San Deigo,

Calif,

San Deigo, Cal, July 28.—One of the

mosl frightfal disssters in the history
of the Amdiican nhavy, excepting the
sinking of the Maine in Havana barbor,
oocurridl in the San Doge barbor at
10:80 a. n., yestewday, on baard " the
United States ginboat Bennington,

At a mement when the warship, lying
at anchor and with hor officers and crew
quietly attending to thelr duties of
making preparations for gefting under
way, wos the object of interest to hun-
dreds of people observing her on plers,
pleasure boats and passing ferryboats,
A cloid of steam burst suddenly from
& point just forwird of the smokestadk,
out of which the spectators were horri
fled to see bodes and human fragmoents
hurled high in the air and seattered over
the surrounding water,

The ontburst was pccompanied by o
roir a8 of thumler and n shock that
rocked vessels near by,

In an instant the air was fillod with
shrieks of pain from the wounded, which
coudid be heard ashore, and with Hying
fragwents of human beings aud  pleces
of the abip's superstrueture. The next
momont ]s‘w‘--ling sitlors were fighting,
erippled, in the water against death in
only 0 less sndden form than  that
froin which they bad eseaped, while row.
bouts; sallboats, Invnehes and togs were
bing driven . the rescus a8 fast as
wrms, wind and steam  conld carry
then,

A ferryboat, which was possing near
by, turned amd hastened to render as-
sistance, her own deck crowded with
frightened men and women who saw
the havoe thut bad been wrought v »
twinkling.

A most horrilde sight mot those who
appronched,  In the waler men with
blackened faves were struggling, handi-
capped by injuries; others on dock were
covered with blood and grime,  some
dead, some wottnded frightinlly, oth-
ers working to reseue eomrades who
were vob bolow,

The smaller boats turned their at-
tention to those in the water, taking
thom to wharves as fast as a few had
been tnken abonrd the small eraft, At
the wharves preparations were speedily
minde for taking enre of the mjured
in what by this time was #oon to be
a disaster of awful proportions

Ambialunces were telephoned for, ex
press wagons and drivers who could be
réachied by telephone weré smmmoned,
!ﬂwﬁit‘imm were notifled and hospitals

nformed.

Within half an hour from the time
of the explosion earriages, buggies, au-
tomobiles and street cars were bearing
burdens of vietima townrd the hospital,
The sight which mwet the eyes of hun-
dreds along the street was one never
to be forgutten,

Wagons with a doren wounded men
were not rare, One had eight sitting
or recling against’ the sides, holding in
their Japs the heads of comrades near
to deatli, all of them with faces black
from smoke and grime pnd many cloihed
in nothing but tronsers,

Some of those whose bodies were hare,
not injured in vital parts, but suffering
the agonies of torn flesh, =at up with
