The Russian
party after signing the treaty witl go to
Christ elureh, where they will colebrate
2 special thanksgiving servies to com-
memorata the concluslon of peaes. It
will be the first of its kind ever hold
in this country. The festa evensong witl
be sung by the rector, the Rev, C. L. V.,
Trine and the vested choir of the chureh.
Ihis will be followed by solemn Te
Deum sung by seven Russian priests and
part; of the choir of St Nicholas catho-
dral of New York. -Altogother there will
be o chorus of nearly sixty mule voices,
The services will be responsive aml chor-
al throughout and of o iuternational
cliaracter, .

Powerful Address by Rev. F. A, Poole
Which Was Well Rectived —

Rev. Poolt's Address.

Aftor stating that different porsons
might have different opinions as to what
is the most striking feature in the his-
tary of man, the speaker declured his
belief that the most striking fact in
impan history is the advance of the
people to their own. He then spoke of
the time when there were two clisses,
n small body of nobles and o large body
of serfs, or slaves, the one with privi-
leges, the otber with none—property for
the few, educatlon for the IIow, eonduet
of statle afluirs for and by the few.

The speaker trueed briefly the prog-
yess from that period until now, when
we have the publie school system, the
universal bullot snd all those measures
of legislation whose alm has been the
complete emancipation of the mnsses,
T this progression thero are two feat-
ureés worthy of meniion, the slowness
of the movement in the era of prepar-
tion nnd the rapidity of it in the period
of ewlmination.

It was 2,000 years ngo that Jesus
Christ first uttered in thelr purity the
principles of demperacy, but it was only
40 yenrs ago that slavery was abolished
in_this republic which we count the
most progressive in the edrth. - The
gxins in political democracy and the ex-
tension of the sducational privilage have
been elow until recently, snd even now
there mie large arens given over to des
potism, ignorance, oppression and fear-
ful destitation. Small wonder that re-
formers are impatient! The ndvance is
by fits and starts,

It Is significant to men that the great
bulk of those who protesiad against the
tckefeller gift were studénts of soclol-
ogy; that in the White House thers re-
sides a president, himsalf a student of
sociology, who is frankly and manifest-
iv, it may not be always wisely or con-
sistently, but frankly and manifestly,
on the side of the masses of men; that
thie real leader of the opposition party,
himself a studeut of soclal scienee,
those twice defeated at the polls and
differing from the president of the Umnit-
od States in many of his principles und
policies, f& quite ps frankly and quite
ns munifestly on the side of the masses
of men.

“And it i= more than all significant,
if wou will permit me to say it, though
mich of my life, training and assdein-
tion would seem to lead me otherwise,
it is to me desply significant, as I my-
self have studied the evolution of society
and the facta of social life, that 1 have
found wysell inovitably and &ven more
vomplotely  giving of my heart sym-
pathy, not to the classes but to the
miesrs of my fellow-men.

of the human race,

The conterpisie §s an engraving taken
from Da Viuei's famous painting of the
Last Supper. Om either side of the cen-
torplece are two likenesses of the four
evaneelists, on the Gospel side those
of Matthew and Mark and on the Epistle
side those of Luke and John, Onm the
CGospel side of the front elevation of the
ultar we find two statues, ous of Bi.
John the Baptist and next to it, ouw
of Bt. Aune, mother of the Virgin. On
the Epistle side are siatues of St Pat-
rick, apostle to Ireland, and of St. Mon-
ien, patron saint of the church. Thesa
staties ars all of pure white marble
anid - were out oapecially for this altar.
The four columns supporting the marble
tabla ure of Algiarian onyx imported
from Algiers, They are in the design
of Corinthian ecapitols.

The altar, which vonaists of 300 sep-
nrite pieces, was set up under the diree-
tion of Joseph B, Sanguinetti, It is one
of the finest alturs in the diovess,
