During the month ending September
30, 111 persons were taken to the house
of correction, .Rutland, to serve senten
ces. The following is a list of offences
and the number serving for each of
fence:

tramping, 6; selling liquor without li
cense, 4; furnishing liquor, 3; burglary,
2; assault, violation of parole, and resist
ing an officer, 1 each.
