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A MUD VOLCANO.

Extraordinary Sceme on a Tropical
Lsiand.

Some Llime ago the natives of British
North Porneo that s buge ma-
rine monster-—a kind of
made ite place of recreation on the island
of Libiman, which Hes some twesty
miles porth of Sandakan town The
monster was minutely described as to
fir2, appearsnce, and bahits, and was
said to burrow deeply into the heart
of the jsland and throw mud and water,
It had also made a track from the sea
to his hole,

Remembering the octurrence of 3 mud
eruption’ on the island some years .
the governor of the colony formed his
own opinion © the existence of
the supposad monsier, and when an op-
portunity oceurred made an examination
of the land. It ap from his
investigation that the “track® made by
the murine phemomenon was & river of
hardened mud, sun-dried and eracked till
it bore the a of a glacier of
gv:lyt:ur‘l. complete with its crevasses
an ulders, laeking only the moraines
and the exhilarating glacier air to make
the resemblance mmpﬁel,a At its lower
end, where it debouched into the ses,
a good quarter of a mile from ita soures,
the mud-river was perhaps 150 feet
brond, marrowing to eighty fest. At
its highest point—100 feet sbove soa
:rrel—whne;e “hn from the erater,
t appeared to have out through the solid
aoil, which stood up on each side &
good eight or ten feet above the sur-
face of the mud, which was fresly
strewn with small blocks of gray sand-
stone. The edges of these blocks were,
in many émses, as sharp as those of
newly-bioken road metal.

The erater itsslf, a depression about
thirty to forty feet m diameter, was
eovered with a crust of mtd just strong
enough to bear the weight of a man,
but giving slightly as one walked over
it, thua indicating that it was merely
a erust, In the very cenfer was a
emall pool of liquid mud, into whieh a
long stick was thrust without finding
bottom. Armund the crater rase the
walls of mud, ten to fifleon feet high,
with large blocks of sendstone and
rooks bearing streaks of quartz perched
in such positions ms proved that they
must have been hurled into the air by
the foree of the eruption, and dropped
into their present positions. The island
mave evidence of at lsast two eruptions,
the latter of very recent occurrence,
having spread a layer of lighter eolored
mud over part of the otder stream. The
latter outburst must, however, have
been of comparatively mild nature, for
the upper layer appears to be not more
than a foot thick, and does not reach
mote than balf way down the hill, while
the old mud stands at the shore, whers
the sea has eaten into it, & wall some
six feet high—North Borneo Harald.
