WE MUST FOLLOW

Dr. Pritchett Predicts Far Reaching and
Good Results — Visits Washing-
ton in Interest of Stan-
dards Bureau,

Wasliington, Nov. 0.—=Dr, Henry 8.
Pritehett, president of the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology ‘and formerly
at the head of the Burean of Geological
Survey, is in Washington to atlend the
meeting of the Board of Visitars of the
Bureau of Standards, which was' deserib-
e#d in this ‘correspondence some weeks
ago, Dr. Pritchett, had much to do
with the establishment of this buvean
on its brogd lines, When it is yet in its
infanoy he believes the bureau is des.
tined to be of great value to cur people.

“Eventually,” he said, “it ought to
do for us what the German government-
al burean of practical resenrch does for
the subjecis of the kmiser. When in
Gernuiny. vecently 1 was intensely imter-
ested in this phase of State work, and
leamed how far-reaching and benefieent
wors the results attained. In applying
seientific knowledge to  the pruetical
things of life, the Germans are in the
lond of every nafion on earth, and I be-
lieve the [United States iz o fair second.
Thirty years ago the Germans were rTe-
garded as theorists and dreamers, but
through the application of science to in-
dustry they are now in the front mank
of ecommercial nations.

“Supposing & mwanufneturer in - Ger-
many lins some problem to solve that 18
vital to bis industrial success, this Bur-
esu of practical research is appealed to,
und takes up the problem with zeal and
untiring patience, A Berlin paper mann-
facturer told me that he bought a vast
quantity of new timber that somehow
failed to produce satafactory pulp, He
took a sample to the Government scien-
tists, who worked over the matter for
severnl months before they were able to
show him & remedy that saved him from
financial ruin, This may be paternalism,
but it is a very good sort of paternalism,
and the United States would do well to
epmlate it, Cermany is a wvery poor
country in resonrees and raw material,
ns compared with the United States, and
but for the scientific and investigaling
spirit of its educated men it wonid be
no sort of competitor with us in the
business affaira of mankind, Rith na
we arg; the day is fost coming when we
will have to follow in Germany’s foot-
steps,”
