“Connt Witle reveals the Lenevolent
intentions of the emperor toward the
working classes. The couneil reminds
tha proletariat of Bloody Sunday.

"Count Witte begs us to give the gov.
ernment time, an romises to do all
osaible for the workmen. The council

nows Count Witte has already found
time to give Poland into the hands of
the military executioners. The couneil
does not doubt Count Witte will do all
possible to strangle the revolutionary
proletariat,

“Count Witle e!ls himsell a man who
is banevolent toward us and wishes our
good, The eouncil declures the working
clusses have no need of the benevolence
of & court favorite, but demand pomilar
government, on the basis of universal,
direct and seorel suffrage.”

“All or Nothing."”
