FASTING CAUSES HIS DEATH.

Eccentric “Back-to-Nature” Preacher

Succumbs to Lack of Food,

Chicago, Nov. 28.—Unable to retain
nonrishment, dus to lang periods of
fusting, John Kleinst, the “back to na-
ture” preached, died Tuesday.

Kle‘nst, who was fifty years ald, had
