DEMANDED AT SEVASTOPOL

Fleet Not Expected to Fire on Revolters

Troops Moving ia from Several

Sailors Are So Far

Orderly.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 2S. The situa-
tion in Sebastopol is represented to be

improved,- the Brest Regiment, which
went over in a body to the mutineers,
having returned to it allegience and
joined the Bielostok Regiment. Reen-forccm- e

nts have also arrived at Sebas-

topol, from Simferopol,'- marching from
Inkerinan, between which place and

the railroad has been torn up.!
Guns commanded all the entrances to
the city from Admiralty Point, where
the mutineers are quartered and the
sailors are virtually prisoners there.
The battleship Puutelemon (formerly
the Kniaz Potemkine). and the cruiser
Otehakotf are in the bay and in control
of the mutineers, who have placed their
officers under arrest. The remaining
ships of the Black .Sea fleet are off the
southern roadad. Their crews have
not joined in the mutiny, but it is hard-

ly believed they could be induced to fire
on their comrades ashore.

There is a strong impression here that
intelligent leaders are at the head of the
movement. It is evident also that the
sailors at Croustadt have had under
ground information of what was hap
penmg at Njbastopol, because Saturday
morning, before the news was known in
fit. Petersburg, reports of thcm utiny
wore freely circulated at Cronstadt. Vice
Admiral Birileff, minister of marine, has
issued a formal order threatening with
arrest and severest punishment under
the law, all those who circulated the re
ports of the mutiny.

In both cabinet and naval circles it is
regarded as absolutely Altai that mutiny
lie crushed in the severest fashion at
any cost if discipline in the navy is to
be restored and the. armv held loyal. In
the event of the sailors of Vice Admiral
Chouknin's ships remaining loyal, they
will with the troops of the
seventh Corps from Sebastopol.
