CHRISTIANS IN TURKEY SAFE.

American Board Says Fears of a Gen-

eral Massacre Are Not Acute.

Boston,, Dee. 20. The American
Hoard of Commissioners for Foreign
Missions, in its ninety-fift- annual re-

port,, made public yesterday, deals at
length with conditions in Turkey. While
there lias been no little terrorizing in
the Saloniea field of the European Tur-

key mission, and b spirit cf revolution
in parts of Bulgaria, fear of war or of
a general massacre of Christians ha
not been acute.

''The greatest unrest has been in the
Vail and Bitlis fields, En stern Turkey,
the report says, "where bands of revolu-

tionists, organizing in lUissia, have at-
tacked Turkish village and clashed with
Turkish troops. Poverty and suffering
in these tivo stations especially have
been sev ere." '

The .conditions of the country have
driven a great many of the young men,
esjieeially of America, to the United
States. Several of the members of the.
church have suffered imprisonment from
the alleged false charges of the Turkish
government. Two oi these have been
released this year, after more than two
vears 1' imprisonment. They report

ists in St. Petersburg. Practically all
the leaders have been arrested. The
few at liberty are in hiding. The po.ice
believe they have eaptuied most of the
stores of rifles and revolvers, and those
in actual possession of strikers and rev-

olutionists whose lodgings were searched
Wednesday night.

Wherever anus were found the own-
ers were arrested, . Nevertheless, the
leaders from their hiding places still
continue to assure their luliowcrs that
all goes well at Moscow, where an "early
victory is assured."

They deliberately keep afloat the story
that several regiments have joined in
the uprising, explaining the retreat of
the revolutionists as the war olfice used
to explain the Russian defeats in Man-churia-

a being "part of a preconceived
plan'' to draw the enemy on.

The government authorities have tak-
en elaborate precautions to prevent the.
execution of the threat to blow up
the bridges of the railroads running out
of St. Petersburg.

REVOLT IS BROKEN.

Moscow Revolutionists Only Able to

Keep Up Guerilla Warfare.

Moscow, Wednesday, Dee. 27, 6 p. m.,
St, Petrburg, Dec. "ao. The backbone
of the insurrection is broken and the
uprising here is rapidly going to pieces.
The revolutionists are able to keep up
only a guerrilla warfare, but the cae
with which they can move small detach-
ments from t lace to place renders the
task of suppr using tliern slow and ted-
ious.

Tha Brunania quarter has been clear-
ed of members of the "Drujina," as
the fighting organization of the revolu-
tionist is called. They have transferred
their operations to East ,Tverhaht and
are now sniping from the roofs of the
houses, occasionally, throwing a bomb
on advancing patrols and making off on
the appearance of artillery.

All the troops of the Moscow garrison,
including the former disaffected KostofT

grenadiers and the reinforcements which
are employed in crushing the revolution-
ists, are still insuftieient to thoroughly I

occupy the territory won, thus enabling
the revolutionists to slip into vacated
territory so soon as the troops move on.
Many of the attacks on patrols are
seemingly made out of a pure spirit of
bravado, as they are completely futile
from a strategic standpoint. The rem-
nants of the insurrection now lack cohe-

sion or a head.
City Like a Battlefield.

The city of Moscow hears the pictur-
esque appearance, of a battletjeld. Offi-

cer are everywhere seen galloping
through the streets or being driven about
