stret, to the Hudson river, were destroy,
ed by fire last night. One man said to
have been u employe of the company,
lost his life and several persons were in-

jured, a fireman seriously. Between
thirty and forty cars of the 34th street
cross town surface lino were in the
burns and all were destroyed. The to-

tal damage is estimated at more than
$200,000."

The fire was an exceptionally specta-
cular one and at its height the names
were leaping several hundred feet into
the air. Several immense gas tanks of
the Consolidated Gas company across
the street were seriously threatened and
a report that they were about to explode
sent several thousand spectators in rush
for safety. In the flight several per-
sons were more or less severely hurt.
The uptown ferry station of the "West
Shore railroad at the foot of 42nd street
was also threatened.

way, and when it was thought every one
had escaped from the building, a man
suddenly appeared at one of the rear win-

dows, lie was' on the second floor, com-

pletely hemmed in by the flames, and
his clothing was on tire.

Says All Rutland Aldermen But One Will

Rutland, March S.Chief .Dunton, who
was deposed us head of the fire depart-
ment Saturday after the report of the
special committee which said that he
was not tit physically to perform the
duties of the office, declares that the
aldermen will vote tonight to retain him
in office. He said last" night:

"I shall see this matter through to
the bitter end. I will not go until ac-

tion has been taken on my letter of
resignation by the board of aldermen at
its meeting tomorrow night. I did not
give my resignation to the mayor until
he demanded it. I told him when he
talked to me about it that 1 would be
kicked out first before I would resign.
I claim this resignation was asked for
fnr rtftin nnliticu! reivsons- - It. will nl!

I am informed that
every alderman but one will vote-t-

retain me in the service tomorrow night,
I have been in it 80 years."

Mayor Manning has a, different story,
He said last night: ''Chief Dunton has
simply resigned and I have accepted it.

"I have notified
the committee on tire of the board of
aldermen 'of y and thoy will
have to take the necessary steps to
look after thjs department until Chief
Dunton' successor is appointed. He will
be appointed by the new mayor, I
refuse to have anything more to do
with the matter.

TIMES ARE DULL AT HOME

Inability to Get Work Is Driving Stona

Cutters to This Country in Large
Numbers Not All Will Lo-ot- to

Here.

According to the report, this city is
to have an increase of about 150 inhabi-
tants within the next week or two. It
is reported that owing to the dull times
and scarcity of work in Scotland, which
has been prevailing there for some time,
tbe people are emigrating in large num-
bers, and that about ISO are now on the
way to this city. The advance guard
of tho number arrived in town last
week. The whole number will not settle
here permanently, but many will go to
the various granite towns in this vicin-

ity, as it is not probable that all cnu
find employment iu Barre.

Alfred Beckman Gave Two Officers Ail

They Wanted to Do. t

Alfred Beckman imbibed of the fruit
of the vine two well yesterday so that
things seemed to be what they were
not. He was making his way along
South Main street last night when he
bethought him that it was time to sleep.
Suiting his actions to his thoughts he
sank to his Ostentoor mattress which
was a sidewalk of cobblestones and
placed his head on a pillow of down,
which waa a fenceboavd. Then he lapsed
into slumber. People in that neighbor-
hood thought he might freeze to deatK
and notified the police. Officer Frank
Hamel and Special Harry Gamble re-

sponded.
Beck man's awakening was tumultu-

ous, and he gave the two officers all
the work they wanted for a half hour
or more. Just to show there was mi
hard feeling Beckman laughed as he
fought. ' When the officers worked the
hardest he grinned. But puffing violent-
ly they finally carried him the distance
of a mile to the polios station. In court
today-- Beckman admitted it was his sec-

ond offence and was fined $15, with costs
of $9.09. If he doesn't pay it he will get
108 days in tlie house of correction.

BUSINESS MEN. '

Are Strongly Opposed to the Saloon,
Says Committee.

A careful canvass of the merchants
of Main street and of the granite manu-
facturers of the city shows that the
sentiment against the saloon is intense
and .It Is more pronounced
than last year. Any statements that
are being made to the contrary are not
in accordance with the fact.

Of the merchants, as the canvass
shows, from 85 to 90 per cent declara
themselves in favor of Amoug
their reasons are that-th- volume of
business has been as great or greater
under that bills have been
paid more promptly; that the appear-
ance of the streets has been far better;
and especially that it has proven that

can be enforced.
Of the manufacturers at least 75 per

cent arc in favor of Among
these are several who voted "yes'' last
yesr, and several who themselves use
liquor with moderation.

In Burlington the merchants are
alarmed at the effect of the saloon on
business. It is stated n good authority
that in the smallest and poorest equip-
ped saloon the profits last year were
$0,000. This means "that some $15,-00- 0

was spent in that one saloon. As
much or more was spent in the others.
And it takes no great intelligence to
figure out that an immense sum of mon-

ey was tints withheld from the legiti-
mate channels of trade. It is almost
an axiom, the more sent in the saloons
the less spent in the stores.

Burlington, March he was
afraid of consumption, Private J., IL
Lord,. Troop- H, 15th Cavalry at Fort
Ethan Allen ended his life yesterday af-
ternoon by shooting himself in the left
side of the head. Lord has just return-
ed from Skovvhegan, Maine, where he
had been on a furlough for a month fol-

lowing an attack of pneumonia. He
found a brother ill with consumption,and as hi father and mother had died
of the same disea.se he feared that he
himself would have it. Since returning
to the Post he has talked about the di
sease almost continually.

On Saturday evening he attended the
theatre in this city and while in town
bought a box of cartridges. Yesterday
afternoon he left the incu table before
his comrades and wont to his squad
room. In a few minutes the men in the
mess. .ball heard a report but thinking
that it was a radiator exploding paid
little atention to it, When they finally
went into Lord's room they found hiru
wrapped in his blanket and lying in
his hunk, with blood pouring from his
head. Private Oscar Barnes, the first

I one in the room, thought ha was having
a nemorrnage ana called for a litter.
When they placed them an on the litter
they, discovered the revolver clutched
in his hand. He died while being taken
to the hospital. The bullet hud entered
the head on the left aide and came out
on the right. .

First Lieut. Philip Mowry was immed-

iately not tiled and he took 'charge of the
ease. The man' body was ordered into
the dead room at the hospital and Lieut.
Mowry immediately telegraphed to H.
K. Ixird, a brother. The military au-
thorities are awaiting word from him
as to disposition of the body. The gov-
ernment allows $35 for burial expenses.

Lord was 22 years of age and was
held in high esteem by his comrades, al-

though his illness prevented him from
showing his qualiti an g soldier. His
relatives are reported as being wealthy
and it is- - believed he has a cousin who
is a captaiu and quartermaster in the
aamy.
