bill amending the merchant shipping-act-

so as to place British and foreign
ships on the same footing was intro-
duced in the House of Commons, Tues-
day, by David Llovd-Oeorge- , president
of the Board of Trade. The bill, which
undoubtedly will pass, makes the Brit-
ish regulations concerning overloading,
unlcr-inauniii- and vnseaworthiuess of
vessels, storage of. grain on board ships,
furnishing of adequate' ap-
paratus and control of emigration and
passeuger traffic wliiiih heretofore have
app!id only to British ships, applicable
to all foreign vessels using British ports.
Commenting on the measure Mr. Lioyd-Ceorg- e

referred to the demands for the
exclusion of foreign seamen from Brit-
ish ships ,8ml said he found that iu
1S04 there were 301000 loreigusrs a
employed agaiust 178,000 .British sub-

jects., lie feared that the exclusion f
foreigners Vtonld ruin the mercantile
uiarini, but underNhe new bill forflgner
hereafter; must know sufficient Kngliah
to understand words of command..

Wage Demands of Miners

Radical

IN NEW APPLICATION

Average Raise, Would Be 30 Per Cent

At the Same. Time Many Men

Would Get Double Present

Pay, or Even Better.

New York, March 22. The demands
of the anthracite mine workers for a

readjustment of wages and conditions
in the anthracite fields would, if granted
by the operators, mean a .veritable rev-

olution in mining conditons, according
to a statement issued by th operators'
committee of eeVen yesterday.

The statement declares it to be a

mistake to asMime that an eight-hou-

day and a 10 per cent wages. increase
represents a sum total of the demand
of the miners. "The new and uniform
settle," says the statement, 'would place
every man on the same basis, increasing
the wages of some, men as much a
100 per cent, , The average increase un-

der the uniform seals would be near 30

per cent for outside work. The proponed
schedule would mean a veritable revo-lutio- n

in mining condition."
The statement says that the miners

insist upon a uniform wage scale for
140 separate and distinct classes of work,
men about the mines. "For years,"
it continues, "the tqwrator and employee
have recognized the different value of
labor in different localities and even in
different sections of the same colliery.
Vet now the miners' committee demand
equal pay for the engineer who runs
a engine and the man who
has a giant engine in his charge. They
allow no .more for the men .working
under great tli then! tits ad dangers than
for the same clan of work at posts of

ease and simplicity .'

"Under the new demands, "hundreds
of employee would receive better thaw
twice their present pay. There are many
men .whose wages range from 0.1 to
10.2 cents an hour, some of whom would
liav 140 per cent added.

per cent better than that.
"Thfl sweeping demands of the mine

workers would double the wages of many
'inside' men. While the general average
of increase for inside day labor would
approximate 22.S per cent, and most of
these men thus employed would receive
under the schedule at isu advance of
one-fift- 'to one-quart- in their pay,
and there would be a great tuany men
and boys working at the easier tasks
involving less responsibility and less dan-

ger who would have their wages dou-
