Refugees from Ottsjano say that ihe
houses are still falling thero, Mauy
houses are falling in .\‘utﬂl‘ﬁ today under
the weight of nshe:. Business is at a
standtil)l. A tremendous torrent of wa-
ter and stones s now heing belehed forth
from the side of the crater’of Vesuvius
toward the interior of the peninsula,
and this is even more dangerous than
have been the censeloss  showers of
ashes and deluge of cinders.

It is impossible to tell what damage
has been wrought by this new prank of
the velesno. Reports from S8omme, Nola
and Ottajano sav  fresh  earthquuke
shocks have been felt this morning and
to add b0 the horror of the situntion,
Ottajano Las been absolutely blotied out
of existence ]‘.\‘ the ﬁl‘nplinn. Two
hundred  fifty corpses have been found
there already.

Naples, April 11,—1f iz now estimated
that at least 2,000 lives have hesn lost
as o direct result of the eruption of
Vesuvine, Already 500 bodies hava been
found and every hour sdds to the num
bor.
