The State Was Born of It and Bred in

';'j::"A1:.'''r'JUn "It."':';
America bus no art, no ruins, no ro- -

m.nve is tho cry; but in that farthest
Western state, whose very name sounds
there is romance in abundance and ruin
if one only looks for them. For Cali
fornia is of the very essence of romance

born of it, bred iu it and renting
each day a new chapter in its romantic
History. , :

Statistics are for the publicist and
dull reading at best. Broadly speaking,
California's y is divided into
inree great chapters, each one more ofmarvellmis than the preceding, and each
pulsing wiin the levers and desires that
gae it birth and made it history.

How infinitely wide apurt are the isMission Fathers, the go Id era zed sol-

diers of fortune and the wizards of the
twentieth century, who have created st

a new heaven and surely a new
earth, and have made possible our faith
in the scriptural prophecy that the des-- :

ert hhall rejoice and blossom as the
rose, uut each followed logically its
forerunner -- and filled, its place in that
great unfolding of a new and glorious
couniry. -

It is hord for us' to reali.e that, dur-

ing those, old colonial days, "when men
lived in a grander way," and our fore-
fathers were enjoying the lull befoie
the storm of 1773, outside of the col-

onies of Massachusetts Bay, beyond ,

Ohio's western frontier, across the vast
pbuns and prairies of the West and
over the impassable barrier of the Rocky
mountains, a faithful servant of the
church of Pome was sTowly' but surely
settling the great California!, then un-
der control of the Spanish crown. Fath-
er Junipero Serra was one of our great-
est pioneers and one of the few early
explorers who worked by faith rather
than the sword. The history of the
missions of old California is 'indeed a is
romance and a revelation to the stu-
dent of our early days. .'Daunted not is
by almost immesaurahle distance, by
lack of any means of communication
and by the. natural barriers, of moun-
tains,. de,jert and drought, .Uis t inde-

fatigable priest founded a chain of mis-
sion settlements, extending from some
miles north of what is now San Fran-
cisco to San Deign, almost on the Imr-d-

line of old Mexico. Around each
church grew a thriving, industrious vil-

lage r,f Mexicans and Indians, taught by
the fathers to till their soil, imjirove the
native products, to live simply and de-

cently and to become communicants and
faithful adherents of the Komaii church.
Their ruling methods of love and every-
day, living are a silent reproach to a
iatcr-du- system"

of repression and hos-

tility.':, , ,'. j ,
One lias unbounded et for these

kind and shrewd old padres, for the
missions or the ruin. that we find today
are monuments to their foresight nml
good judgment. There are no lovelier
valley in the tvorld than where stood isth(se settlements and the little churches
are nearly always close by a clear wa-

terway, (dickered from the autumnal
w inds and yet so placed as to derive full
advantage of the soil's fertility and the
sun' warming ray' As the missions
grew in number and extent "el camino
real" the old highway, connecting vil-

lage with village developed, until in
the; very 7,eiiith of their powers this
roadway was the link which forged the
rhurchly chain. A few of them today

and notably Santa "Barbara mission
are still houses of worship am) abiding
place for the Fathers, and eventually
more will be restored. But there arc
ninny pictures(ue ruins, with a decided
Old World charm, and San Juan Capis-tran- o

is a never ending source of de-

light to the lover of antiquity in stone
and mortar. The broken walls and
shadowy corridors w ith their many mem-
ories of life uml lovs and death have
tint yet the charm of ages, but the
far greater faseinaliun of a world-ol-

faith transplanted and transmitted in
a new audiintried couniry. Cone, how
ever, are tho thrifty villages, the peace-
ful Indians and the great power of the
church, and one cannot but feel a sad-

ness as one. realizes, that the old days
of the Fathers who ministered not
alone to the but to the lordly
Spanish senor, who represented still an-

other phase of that infinite variety of
Cntifnriiian history are forever past
and the once busy missions only now
curiosities for the indefatigable; tourist.
