RAPE FOR FEED.

Aa a Solllna Crop and For Paatnr.
May n Sown. I.ate.

As a green feed for soiling that is,
cutting and feeding green or for pas-
ture rape stands nnequaied among
crops suitable for swine It should be
sown In rows two feet apart on stub-
ble, fallow or well rotted sod at the
rate of three pounds per acre. It may
be sown any time, as loug as there re-

main six weeks of growing weather
before severe frosts are to be expect-
ed. If intended to be pastured the
pigs should be turned in before the
rape comes up to the top of their
shoulders. No greater area should be
glveu than they are likely to keep
down to that height or lower. If not
pastured or cut too close to the ground
It will keep on growing as long as the
growing season lusts. Greater returns
may bo expected from soiling than
from pasturing a given area. Feed-

ing pigs will generally make more
rapid gains wheu it Is being fed to
them In moderate quautities In pens
than when at pasture ou It. Breeding
stock are likely to do better when they
can use It as pasture. Feeding pigs
receiving all the rape they will eat ou
rape pasture should receive Somewhat
less meal than they would if in their
pens, From one-thir- to five-sixth- s of
the regular ration should be fed; the
more rapid the gain desired, of oourse,
the heavier the ration.

Wanted to See Which Would Bum First,

Hay or Baby Told Parents Victim

' Startling details of an amazing child
murder, fiendish and self confessedly
deliberate, but unpunishable because,

For two days following the fire Mr,
and Mrs. John Beck, parents of the
victim, with hundreds of selghbors,
searched the woods in the neighborhood
for the little fellow, the White boys
insisting, when the fire was discovered,
that the Beck boy was seen hurrying
Into the thicket.

The frantic mother shrieked and
raved liko a maniac during the search,
flrid when she Was told that the charred
bones of her infant were discovered lu
the debris 'she Collapsed.

The horrible details of the fire and Its
fiendish work are best told by Tony
White," the elder of the lads who
burned their baby playmate.

"Julian Beck and Frank, my little
brother," said Tony, "were plnying out
la papa's bain, when I weut out with
them. We all thought tlmt it would be
nice to see the hay burn, and I went
Into the house and climbed upon a
chair and stole a handful of matches
from the mantelpiece, and ran back to
the barn, where Frank and Julie wer
waiting.

"I told Frank that I didn't know
which would burn first, the hay or Julie,
If we put both in the feed box. 'Let's
see." said Frapk, ami as the baby did
aot kick we lifted Itlnv--i upon a soap
box and fien tumbled 'him hito the
manger where the horses eat their oats.
First the baby hollered and then be

didn't. Me and Frank then threw a lot
ot bay Into the manger, covering the
buby all over. I struck a match and
threw It In the place where the baby
wns, and pretty soon there was n big
fire. It got bigger and bigger all the
time.
'".'Mamma, mamma, papn, papa,'

cried Julie, but by that time the fire
was so big that we could not get Julie
out. - The hay burned first, but Julia
burned too. My papa and Julie's papa
and mamma and Mr. Fanning and lots
of other people came running to the
bam and tried to put out the fire, but
they couldn't. Gee, but It was n big
fire. It was the biggest fire I ever saw.
Me and Frank ran Into the woods,
and Julie's mamma ran after us and
asked us where 'the baby was. We
was afraid to toll her, and we said that
he was up In the woods. The flro kept
on going and we watched It nearly
all night. Before we went to bed there
was lots of people out from the town
and from everywhere, and there was
ho more bam left.

"The first one we told about how the
fire started and that baby Julie was
In the bnrn and burned up and not
out In the woods, where the people
were all looking for him, was my
brother Charlie. Charlie told us that
we would get the dickens and maybe
have to go to that big Jail In town. It
was Cburlle who told pupa, and then
we got whipped good and hard.
