THE NAVY'S COSTLY BUNTING.

{Each Ship Carries 250 Flags—The Total
Expense Is $60,000 a Year.

Stowed away om every ship of the
United States Navy, from tughoat to
16,000 ton battleship, is u bundle of
flags, shoulder high and ahout fifteen
feet long. About half the lot ir pom-
poed of foreign Mags, which are en
cased in thick paper bags, with the name
of the country stencillsl an the end of
‘the hag. The remainder, ineluding thoss
for ordinary use, are not wrapped, but
tied i ropmd bundles and [etiered. The
pile contains 230 fiage, the regulation
number ench ship must carry,

The making n} this number of flags
costs the United States 860,000 0 year,
which B42,000 s paid for msterial
sione. Each ship has forty-three for-
vigm flagn on board constently, These
flags wre twenty-five feet long and thir
toen feet wide, With these on board
the ship is prepared Lo meet and show
[the proper courtesies which naval eti-
