SOUNDS CAMPAIGN CALL

Declares Trust Paramount Issue and
. Speaks for Tariff Revision Favors

Government Control of Rail-wa-

Cheers for Hearst,

New York, Aug. 31. Tbe 'home com-

ing' of William Jennings Bryan was
made complete last night when he was

greeted in Madison Square garden by
a throng of welcomers numbering more
than 20,000. It was such a welcome as
seldom if ever before was accorded a

private citizen.' Mr. Bryan's eyes filled
with tears as he stood and acknowledged
the thundering1 welcome from 20,000
throats. For eight minutes, while the
garden seemed to shake and sway from
the shouts and applause, he strode ner-

vously from side to side of the narrow
platform. Only "once-agai- during the
entire evening was there anything ap-

proaching such ,a demonstrate. That
was when the speaker told his hearers
that he had become converted to the
cause of government .ownership of rail-
roads. "I favor the control of only the
trunk lines by the national government,"
said Mr. Bryan, "and the ownership of
all other railroads by the state govern-
ments."

In an instant thousands of voices were
raised and thousands of faces were
.turned toward the side of the building
opposite the speaker's stand, where Wil-
liam Randolph Hearst sat.

"Three cheers for Ilea rst," was the
cry which swelled until the speaker's
voice was drowned for a moment.

Last night's reception, winch was giv-
en under the auspices of the commercial
travelers' anti-trus- t league, proved renl-l-

to be the sounding of the Democratic
campaign call. Mr. Bryan's speech was
a oleareut outline of what the Demo-
cratic policy should he.

The election of United States sena-
tors by the people, regulation of the
trusts by the government, a universal
eight-hou- r law, settlement of all inter-
national dispute by arbitration rather
than by resort to force, and revision of
the tariff were some of his points. Mr.
Bryan declared, however, that he was
merely expressing hi own opinion, and
not attempting to forecast the policy of
his party,

Mr." Bryan declared that the trust
were the great issue of the day. )le
favored tbfe closest supervision of the
organization of corporations and said
tltat no man should be a director of two
or more corporations which deal with
each other'or to engage in the same line
of business. He called for the enforce-
ment of the criminal clause of the Sher-
man anti-trus- t Irw and the placing of
trust-controlle- d article on the free list.

lie went into the question of govern-
ment ownership of the railroads at
great length and declared that what he
had seen in other countries had served
to strengthen his convictions on the sub-
ject. He anvv danger in centralization,
however, anil for this reason advocated
the federal ownership of the trunk lines
and .state ownership of the local line.

The speaker scored the Republican
congress for not passing the legislation
urged by President Roosevelt giving pu-
blicity to campaign contributions. He
gave the President some praise, how-

ever, for what he termed his adoption
of the Democratic ideas. Mr. Bryan
said he hoped the income tax might
some day be imposed through an amend-
ment to the constitution. He referred
briefly to the recent Insurance investi-
gation and said smilingly that he believ-
ed the disclosures nude would result
in difliculty in securing large campaign
contributions in the future.

Of the financial question Mr. Bryan
said the unexpected ml the unprece-
dented discovery of gold hud brought a
victory to both the advocate of the gold
standard and the ndvocate of bimetal-lism- .

"The Republicans have gained so much
pleasure and some partisan advantage,"
he said, "from the dissension in our
ranks on the money question that they
ought not to begrudge us: the pleasure
we find in the. fact that, conditions-hav- e

removed the cause of discord ind dis-

sension."

The only discordant note sounded was

BelievingAbat the operation of all the
railroads by the federal government
would result in a centralization which
would all but obliterate state lines, I
prefer to see only the trunk lines oper-
ated by the federal government, and the
local lines by the sevrnl state govern-
ments.

1 am so convinced of the justice of the
income tax that I feel sure that the peo-
ple will sooner or later demand an
amendment to the constitution which
will specifically authorize an income tax.

No reference to the labor question is
complete that does not ineeludo some
mention of what is known as govern-
ment by injuntioii.
