Cuban . Rebels Outnumber Governmental

Forces Near Cienfuegos, and Latter ;

Are Hard Pressed Reinforce-

ments Being Rushed.

Havana, Cuba, Sept. 5.- - An important
engagement on a' larger scale than any
previous nght between the loyal forces
and insurgents is reported to be in
progress, at Cumanayagia, near Cien-

fuegos.. Fighting is said to have con-

tinued for two day.
So far the insurgents, who outnum-

bered the loyal forces, have had the
better of the fighting. Colonel Valle,
commander of the loyalists, is said to
be in a disadvantageous position. Re-

inforcements have been despatched to
his assistance from Cienfuegos. Heavy
losses are reported to have occurred on
both sides.

Attacked by Insurgents.
Colonel Valle left Cienfuegos three

days ago to attack Colonel Guzman, the
chief insurgent leader in Santa Clara
firovince. Monday Valle encountered a

insurgent under Major Postela,
Guzman's chief lieutenant. Tha two
forces came together near the Armic
river, sotitheat of Oenfuego.

While this battle wa in progres Col.
Gusnisn came up with his main force.
The fighting became general, both sides
losing heavily.

Late reports received here state that
Colonel Valle till holds a position ner
the river bridge, but that lie is in great
danger.

Colonel Valle's force numbered 300
men and the insurgent army was be-

tween 1,000 and 1,500 strong.
Cienfuegos in Danger,

If the insurgent succeed in driving
Colonel Valle's army from its position,
or in capturing the loyalists, the capture
of Cienfuegos woulu almost certainly
follow. The insurgent army outnum-lier- s

greatly the loyalist forces. Gien-fueg- o

is the third city of importance in
Cuba, and is capture by insurgents
would be a hard blow to the govern-
ment.

There is no abatement in the activity
of the insurgent in the various prov-
inces. Major Postela, Colonel Guzman's
lieutenant, according to - a report re-
ceived here from Los Cruse, seized that
city on Sunday and gave a band concert
in the centre of the town Sunday even-
ing. This concert w as attended by lead-
ing society women or the place" The
aldermen of the town defrayed the ex-

penses of a banquet given in honor of
Colonel Guzman.

Another insurgent outbreak occurred
at Castella de .lagua, tdtuated on Cien-
fuegos bay. Thirty rebels entered the
place and sacked it Monday, accordingto report from Cienfuego." No resist-
ance was ottered to the insurgent, the
snull band of defenders shutting them-
selves in the castle.

lem whether to blow his brain out or
Min. In the hours of darkness he de-
cidual to kill himself, but postponed the
act till dawn, and with the sunlight
came the primal instinct to bold on to
lite, and flight won over death.
