Report That Ray Mullen Is

Not Insane

BUT ACTS PECULIARLY

He Will Have His Trial in, County Court

Next Week on Charge of Murder-

ing Fred Batchelder in
Barre. ,

State's Attorney S. Hollister Jackson
was in Montpelier today in conference
with Attorney General Clark C. Fitts
of Brattleboro over tho case of Ray
Mullen, who is charged with murder in
connection with the case of Fred Batch-elde- r,

who died from arsenical poisoning
in this city several months ago. They
will spend a day or more in preparation
of the ease, which conies up for trial
at the present term of Washington coun-

ty court, being set for next Monday.
The law creating the office of attorney
general states that that official shall
assist state's attorneys in the prosecu-
tion of murder case.' This is the "only
murder ease that the attorney general
has on his books.

Mullen, who will be defended by M.
M. Cordon of this eitv, and W. A. Lord
of Montpelier, is now in the state insanu
asylum at Waterbury, where he has
been undergoing observation to deter-min- e

his sanity. The report on the
man's mental condition' is said to be
ready. It is rumored that Mullen is
not insane, but that he has 'peculiar
mental situations which tend to a con-

dition of insanity. The report will not,
of course, be made public until it is
presented to the court.

Mullen and Batchelder were roomers
in the same house, the former having
been a recent arrival in Barre and being
registered as a nurse. Batchelder, was
a plumber, being employed at the store
of C. W. Averill & Co.. When Batchel-
der was taken violently ill, Mullen vo-
lunteered to the doctors to act as nurse.
A he had already assumed that work,
he was allowed to care for the sick
man. Batchelder's death occurred two
days after he was taken sick, and a
short time later Mullen was arrested
on suspicion. A preliminary report from
the state laboratory at Burlington dis-

closed the fact that arsenic was found
in the stomach.

When Washington county court ad-

journed Saturday noon,-th- e defense was
putting in evidence in vs.
Collins case. This case has been on trial
ten days, and it is thought it will occu-

py the. time of the court all of this
week. Judge Powers still has under
consideration the motion argued before
him Friday afternoon to. and
bring forward the case of Eleanor Fletch-
er Bishop Nicholas against the estate
of Caira IX. Nicholas to recover $18,000
alleged due on certain notes. This case
was entered last May as dismissed, and
it is argued this was irregular and il-

legal.

Thinking that the alarm was due to his
interference in some way, Mr. Whittier
immediately shut it oiT and told the
firemen who assembled that it was a
fale alarm. The horses were hitched
to the apparatus, but did' not leave the
fire Ftat ion.

Meanwhile the neighbors of Mrs. Ellen
Con ley of :53 Xorthfield street were hav-

ing trouble with a blaze tin the roof
of her house. The chimney huniing out
set lire to the shingles of the roof. When
the tire apparatus did not respond to
the alarm from box 121 when the alarm
was runtr, they got two ladders and with
pails of water extinguished the blarfl
on the roof. The total damage was
not over $1.

PALAU ISSUES DECREE

Suspending Offensive Operations of Gov-

ernment Troops Rebels Say They
"'-

- .Would Be Satisfied With

Another Election.

Havana, Cuba, Sept. 17. It !s wildly
rumored here today that President Pal-m- a

will shortly issue a call for a special
election as the easiest solution of the

present situation. The rebels say that
such an act will instantly quell the
insurrection.

Late yesterday President Talma
a decree suspending offensive ope-

ration by the government. The decree

says:
"All campaign operations are stis-- '

fended, and in consequence the govern-

ment forces will act only on the defen-

sive throughout the republic. The secre-

tary of the interior will issue all neces-

sary orders for the execution of this,
decree."

The decree caused great surprise, as

it was believed to signify a change of

heart by the government officials, who,
for the last two days, have been strong-

ly against taking up peace overtures
with the emissaries of the revolution-

ists. .;

After the decree was issued, govern-

ment emissaries were despatched in au-

tomobiles to confer with the revolution-

ists. General Menoeal, accompanied by
Congressman CJobin and Carcia Vieta,
the youngest son of Calixto Oarcia,
drove in the direction where Alfredo

Zayas was encamped with Castillos
forces not far from Santiago de las
Vegas, and others went to Guana jay,
which place yesterday afternoon was oc-

cupied by a big band of revolutionists,
under the command of Congressman
Campos Marquetti. The latter had
Mayor Galles and the ','.00 volunteers
defending the town, cooped up in a
carcel and surrounded by a swarm of
insurgents. The mayor up to last even-

ing had defied Campos Marquetti and
was still holding out when the peace
emissaries arrived. Meanwhile Campos
Marquetti was threatening to How. up
the carcel with dynamite.

Gen. Freyve Andrade, when asked
about the terms discussed at the con-

ference with the revolutionists, said that
the matter had not got far enough along
to discuss actual peace terms. The con-

ferees had only touched them informal-

ly, he declared, but one thing was cer-

tain that the government would never
agree to annul constitutional elections,
and that contention must be eliminated
from the claims of the revolutionists.
He thought there was reason to believe

"the government and the hostile element
would get together on terms, although
this, as yet, was uncertain. Those who
hud been Kent to confer with the revo-
lutionists carried passes for themselves
and as many of the revolutionists as
they choose to bring into the city.

The general said that the government
appreciated the friendly efforts of the
United States and would avail itself of
them if its own efforts were unsuccess-
ful, but thnt naturally it preferred to
settle the trouble without interven-
tion.

Simultaneously 'with the issuance of
the decree declaring a cessation of hos-

tilities the special judge in charge of
the cases against the alleged conspira-
tors in prison and prisonis recently cap-
tured, liberated thirty of the latter
against whom indictments had been is-

sued. Meanwhile a warrant was is-

sued for Felipe Romero, a wealthy young
Cuban, who has been representing the
revolutionists in various errands to Com
mander Col well of Hie l.'nited States
cruiser Penver, and who is eharued with
being the recipient of communications
fromnlio New York revolutionary junta.
But now that hostilities have been sus
pended it is probable that no illicit
will be nuiile.
