Arthur Stratton Sustains a

Shocking Accident

MEMBER GROUND TO BITS

After He Had Been Extricated from
Machine Nothing Remained of Right

Hand But Few Shreds of

Flesh and Skin,

Arthur N. . Stratton, a well known
farmer of East Montpelier, sustained a
serious accident in a threshing machine,
late yesterday afternoon, by which he
lost his right hand and part of the
wrist. He had finished threshing ami
was brushing the elWff from the table
of the machine w hen his right hand came
in contact with the cylinder.

The machinery was stopped as
soon as possible and Mr. Stratton was
extricated from his position.

Dr. C. H. llnrr of Montpelier was call-
ed to attend him, and seeing that he
could not save the hand, he placed the
injured man in his carriage and took
him to the Heaton hostpital in Mont-

pelier, Jrr, Burr, with Dr. (handler
and Dr. Lindsay, discovered that an
operation was necessary, to terribly had
the member become mangled. There
was nothing left of the hand except a
few pieces of flesh and skin, the bones
having been entirely torn off so thor-

oughly had the teeth of the thresher
done its w ork. The lames of the 'w rist
were also pounded to pieces. Amputa-
tion was made an inch or so alsjve the
wrist, after which the patient passed a
comfortable night. After the accident
the man displayed remarkable coolness.

"No just cause can be shown fpr such
an advance, from 7 to 0 cents per quart,
and the conditions do not warrant it,
but the milk prodm crs' association de-

mands it, and the wholesalers are forced
to it," said A, If.
