reaches the senate.
Mr. Porter of Wilmington introduced

a bill this forenoon releasing the Peer-fiel- d

R.R. from carrying passengers on

its line from Wilmington to Somerset.
Mr. Sonle of Fairfield would like to have
a closed season on raccoons from Janu-

ary 1 to October 1.

In the Senate the bill legalising the
nuadrennial appraisal of the city of
Barre was passed with amendments as
proposed by the city council of that city.
