LOBBYING IS VERMONT.

Th questions of wlmt pre.nre may
he hrouj.Hit to bear on the li'Uluturc
and what pressure ouj.'ht to be brought
to beer are coining to be uppermost in

tlii- - state. It is particularly peitiuetit
jn-- t at the present time, when the lejr- -

are iu setion in .Mmitpelier.
TltU pressure may be, mi J is, of two
sorts, that exerted from the inteiior
arid that from the exterior. Properly
conducted, there is no question about
the r ilit of the former, for it is acting
within the legislative agency' itself.
That is not for discussion. There is,
on the contrary, chance to debate tho

right and propriety of outsido influence.
Thia goes under the name of lobbying
in expression-o- odium in the common
view of the term. Formerly, to say
that aonieone was lobbying was to in-

stantly excite suspicion, because of the
general acceptance of the term. At first

thought there came the conclusion, that
something inimical to the interest of,

the atate or to parts of the state was

projected and that underground meth-

od were necessary to get the legislation
through.". .

But that idea is erroneous, as is be-

ing recognized nowadays. It U getting
to be understood that lobbying is not
entirely improper; that, indeed, it may

' be proper and right. People are realizing
that there way be a good lobby as well
as It corrupt lobby. Consequently, we
are now becoming familiar with the
"peoplo' lobby," just the same as' the
corporation lobby. , That lobbying may
be conducted legally and properly is

placed beyond peradventure. The sort
of influence, or lobbying, which may be
reckoned as above board is that which
does not permit of undue influence of

any nature to lie exerted. The corrupt
lobby is that which, failing to gain its
detdred ends by fair means, xtoops to
the foulv It is against the latter that

people inveigh. It. is

against atich a condition of affair that
the Republican of New Hampshire were

advancing when they put in their most
recent platform the statement that "all
influence brought to bear upon the legis-
lature should be open and above board,"
and demanding therefore ''such legisla-
tion as will tend to prevent a corrupt
lobby from participating in the legisla-
tion of the (date and secure the regis-
tration of attorney and others who

may appear before legislative bodies,
, w ith returns of their fees and expenses."
We want a stand of similar nature here
in Vermont. We want it to be so ar-

ranged that the railroad lobby or any
other lobby cannot control the legisla-
ture. And if we are not mistaken, there
Is a growing sentiment for a revolt
apninst the insidious attacks of th

corrupt influence.
