CLEVELAND'S CONSUMPTION.

The White Plague There, and the Battle
They Are Waging Against It. t

The city 'of Cleveland has solved this

problem of caring for its tubercular poor
as well as perhaps better than any
city in the United States. The climate
of the Forest city is not productive
of favorable conditions for the cure of
consumption, as the damp winds blow
in from the lake and the atmosphere is
often heavy with moisture; yet, with
these odds against it, Cleveland is wag-
ing a successful battle against the dread
malady which for the last four years
has been gTicvously afflicting the poor
of the city. The visiting nurses re-

ported that patients could not be prop-
erly cared for at their homes. Some-

thing had to be done, and about three
years ago, as an' experiment, tho old
smallpox detention hospital was opened
as a tuberculosis sanatorium. Its suc-

cess ia shown by the number of men
and women who entered its door on
stretchers and came out fully restored,
to health.

The patients are required to spend
four hours each day in bed on tho ve-

randas, absolutely at' rest.' This rule
is rigidly enforced, irrespective of tho
wenther conditions. In case of rain or
unow the beds are covered with mack-
intoshes. The treatment is simple, but.
exacting. When a patient arrives he as
bathed and put to bed. Then follows
a thorough examination by the physi-
cians, and from that day until he is
cured or passes out of this life, the
progress of the disease is recorded. Warm
clothing is provided, also a long flannel
gown and slippers for sleeping out of .

doors. Heated soapstones are placed in
each bed, and every precaution is taken
to make the patient comfortable. Warm
dressing rooms are provided. Sputum
cups are always 'used, and these, a
well as the guaze handkerchiefs, are col-

lected three times a day and burned.
The bedding is changed twice a week
and oftener if necessary. Eggs and
milks form the chief diet,' although one
hundred and sixty-fiv- e pounds of beef
and four bushels of potatoes are used
each day. Three full meals are served
and milk Is given every honr during
the day and as often throughout the
night a the patient aks for nourish-
ment. F.ggs are taken as pleases the
taste, raw, with lemon, milk or wiue.
Codliver oil is also used, and cocoa is
served during the rest hours. Patients
are never rebellious, and are usually pro-
fuse in their thanks to the nurses for
what is done.

The whole atmosphere of the place is

pleasant, and there is no gloom .any-
where.

Millions To the Poor

mi OFFER TO GOVERMENT

Will Pay Mexico's Debt If He Can

Obtain President Diaz'. Sanction
Life of Peon Mining King

Reads Like Romance.

Cnlveston. Tex., Nov, 15.- - A despatch
received here from Tarral, which is in
the state of Chihuahua, .Mexico, says
that Pedro Alvarado, known as "The
Peon Mountain King," and whose
wealth is estimated at from $73,000,000
to $150,000,000, has announced his in-

tention1 of giving $10,000,000 to the
Mexican poor.

Alvarado' life reads like a ro
mance. In eight years he lias risen
from a peon earning only a few cents
a day, to be the richest man in Mexi-
co. His home h a palace which is said
to rival any of those in which the old
Aztecs used to live. The income that
he derives daily from his Falmilla mine
is estimated at $23,000.

Alvarado is general to a fault. He
says that he expects to die poor, and
that he desires to share his riches with
the poor of his native land. Alreadv
Alvarado has given away large sums.
On Christina day three years ago he
had $100,000 in silver' loaded upon a

great truck, and distributed the money
among the poons of Parral.

A little later he sprang into promi
nence by offering, to assume the burden
of paying Mexico's national debt, ll're- -

ident Piaz, of whom Alvarado is a. pio-foun-

admirer, refused to aeeeiJl the
proposition, believing that ..behind 'the
offer was scheme to.a embarrass the
government.

Alvarado, however, savs he intend to
renew his offer. Ho expects' to v -- 1
Mexico City in person, and aure Pres-
ident Diaz that It is purely from mo-
tives of patriotism that lie' desires to
make himself responsible for bis gov-
ernment's obligations.

The Mexican millionaire's latest liene-factio- n

of $10,000,000 is to be expended
iu purchasing homes for the poor neon
of the province in which he lives, in
providing them with farms of their own
to till and in educating their 'children.

Alvarado Is somewhere between :t2
and 3 rears old. He is derriled as
a man about '5 feet 5 inches in heivrht.

Diamonds and jewelry,
horses, carriages, the most expensive
clothing all such things he acquired in
profusion. Hut he soon tired of squan-dcin- g

his money in this fashion and
decided to make his wealth a blessing
to bi down-trodde- neighbors.

1 he palace, however, that Alvarado
built when the fascination of the power'
to spend had full pos.esxion of him, is
one of the show places of Mesico. K.verv
room in it is furnished with the ut-
most' lavishness. The peons call it the
"Hoiire of Song." Each room has Its
own piano, and 10.000 canary birds,
whose cages are strung along the corri-
dors." and around the nillared eallerv
of the palace's put to, fill the place ith
music.

The palace v as designed by a famous
European architect, and, though it fol-

lows the Spanish style of architecture
in its general construction, it is far
more c1alorate!y decorated than are most
Spanish buildings. The house is built:
in the form of k square around a hie
court. Surrounding this interior court
is a two-storie- arcade which is sup-
ported by Ionic columns.

Throughout the entire house the wood
work is of mahogany, hand carved. The
palace contains twenty-fiv- e large rooms,
Including a highly ornate clmpcl.
