New York Police Raided
Gambling Place

AND ARRESTED ALL THERE

Wo Bail Allowed Them, as They With-
held Right Names—Charged With
Felony for Refusing Admise

New York, Dee. 13.—Led by District
Attorney Jerome, the police Iast night
raided an alleged gambling house in
Tenth street and arrested 145 men, all
but one of whom were locked up, charged
with having refused to aid the police

when a felony was being committed,
One man was charged with maintuining
the house,

The new tacties of the district attor-
ney were apparently a great surprise to
not only the prisoners, but also the law
vers and bondsmen who flocked to the
station to bail out the prisoners,

Fictitious names are often given fol-
lowing such a raid, but last pight the
district attorney instructed the sergeants
at the police station to have the bonds-
men gwear Imfore hall was accepted that
they had knowledge that the prisoners’
names and adidrvesses given nt the station
house were correot. The district attor
ney was of the opinion that if he found
that the bondsmen had swormn falsely
as to the identity of the prisoners he
woull be able to have them arrested
on charges of perjury,

In nearly every ease the hondsmen re-
fused to give bail when Jerome's deci-
pion was amnounced. The result waa
that at a late hour the majority of the
145 men were still confined in the sta-
tion house, eight and ten in 8 cell,

The raid was spectacular, several well
constructed doors Dbeing battered down
with the aid of lron ralls taken from a
passing truck.  All the patrol wagons
from nearby stations were pressed into
service in econvey the prisoners to the
polise station,

The unusual charge against the pris-
oners grew out of an earlier attempt of
detectives to enfer the mided place, A
detective had mounted a ladder placed
against. the house and through a win-
dow. witneased the alloged gambling. He
called upon the wmen witkin to admit
him, and when they failed he notified the
district attarney that an officer of the
law was being defied.

Mr.. Jevome then summoned the re-
serves and forcing an edtranee obar
the occcupants with having eommitted a
felony in that they had refusd to aid
un ci;iesr when u crime was being oom
mitted,
