As to Fencing Enclosures The State De-

partment's Citizenship Report A

Hearing on Mail Transportation
by Railroads.

Washington, Jan. 7. The announce-
ment baa been made, both by President
Roosevelt and Secretary of the Interior
Hitonobck, that beginning April 1 there
will be a rigid enforcement along new
lines of the law providing the fencing of
lands embraced, in the public domain.
Secretary Hitchcock made public an or-

der .to the effect that on and after the
date named all illegal enclosures and
obstructions on the public domain will
be summarily removed without notice.
Following such action criminal prosecu-
tion will be instituted in the courts
against persons who violate the law in
this regard. This programme, whiejj
irteana that there will be a more

prosecution of the land frauds
and land grafters, was adopted by Secre-

tary Hjtehcock after a conferenca with
the president. In his letter to the secre-

tary the president said:
'in response to your letter and in

carrying out what after our conversation

ply to all cases and of taking effect
jxTPmptorily on April 1 next. I trust
that the senators and representatives
from the great grazing states will real-- ;

stantly Killed

ALSO MAN WITH THE BOMB

Ht Had Asked the Presidett ior a Loan

of $5,000 Unidentified, But Wcs

Poorly Dressed and Looked

Like a Foreigner.

Philadelphia, Jan. ".Two men dead,
a score of others injured, two of whom

may die, and ,tln interior of a bank
building laid to ruins, is the result of a
bomb being dropped in the Fourth Street
National bank at Philadelphia Saturday
by a man who had demanded a loan of
$5,000 for which ho could show no co-
llateral. The identity of the man is
unknown, for he was blown to pieces by
the bomb and nothing is left to tell who
he is but a hunch of 10 keys found in
a fragment of clothing. A plate on the
ring holding the keys bore the name of
"R. Steele, Garner, Ia." The other man
killed by the explosion was W. 7.. r,

the cashier of the bank, who had
been talking to the stranger and had re-

fused his request. t

injuries he probably will be blind.

A man answering the description of
the bomli-throwe- r, earlier in the day
visited, the Equitable.

Soon
afterward news of the explosion at the
Fourth Street bank reached the tnift
company.

The Fourth Street National bank is
too largest financial institution in the
city and occupies the greater portion of
the first floor of the Bullitt building on
Fourth street, !etween Chestnut and
Walnut streets, in the heart of the finan-
cial district. The explosion 'was terrific
and caused tremendous excitement in the
crowded building and on the street. The
explosion occurred a few minutes before
12 o'clock, when the bank is usually filled
with persons in a hurry to transact busi-

ness before the bank closes. No one saw
the unknown man enter the bank ex-

cept E. F. Shanbachrr, the vice presi-

dent, who was passing out to luncheon.
He noticed that the man was poorly
dressed, looked like a Russian, and car-
