PROFIT IN PINE TREES.

Wornout HilI C-d For Ralsing Tims=
ber Trees

The new forester of Massachusetts,
Professor W. F. Rane, formerly of the
New Hampshire Agricultoral oollege,
takes a rosy view of the posaibilities
of foresiry In New England, He be-
lleves that much of the warnout hill
land conld be profitably used for rals-
jng pine and other timber trees.

In the course of his address at the
American Assoclation of Farmers' In-
stitutea he declared that “if typlenl
New England lands adapted to forest
growth can be stocked at a price not

excecding 312 an acre In forty yonrs |

one can easily expect to net at Jeast
$100 An acre, aven at present prices.
With white pine It should be worth at
leant $150 or more an acre. One man
at North Amherst, Mass., tells me he
has neited 3500 an acre In between
fifty and sixty years growlng chestnot
timber."
Heome Grown Scedlingsn,
He figures the cost of startiug a

| pine plantation on the basis of §2 per

thousand for home grown seedlings,
and In many localities wild ones grow-
Ing in the vicinity of large groves may
be had for the digging. Pine seed In
expensive, but any one can collect his
owaeseed and grow the trees,
Ameng the Suitable Lands.

SEED POTATOES.

Girewn eor Sscand Crop
fonthern Prelerred,

The gensral preference for norithern
grown or second crop southern grown
potatoes for seed purposcs is well sus-
tnined by practical results. The usual
reasons given for their superiority over
the ordinary home product are tha ben-
efits to be derived from “change of
peed,” more congenial soil and location,
tending to perfect growth, nnd the het-
ter condition Im which the seed pota-
toes thus grown keep over winter.

Northern

Northern grown potato sead is best for |

the north and gouthern second crop for
the south, as well as for intermedinte
localities, apparently for the same rea-
gon. Recent experiments In northern
Europe, where the potato crop s of the
utmost economie lmportance, tends to
oonfirm the prevailing lmpression that
geed pieces cut from the “seed end™
are likely to be more productive than
slmilar cuts from the umbllical or stem
end., The reason given I= that the sead
end or growing point of the tuber is
younger and lese mature than the stem
end, formerly attached to the plant,
and that not oniy are the “eyes" or
buds more numersts on & given area,
but the stored food materiale are more
soluble arfd in a state of higher vital-

| Ity.—Rural New Yorker.

Heading Young Apple Trees.

It {8 better to start hend trees two
feet (rom the ground, This gives an
opportunity to wrap trees with wire
¢loth o prevent injury from milces
also mors room to apply malch the
firat nix years, when It Is necessary to
apply close to the tree. After troes
gonie Into bearing the fruit will bear
down Nmbe of those hended two feet

high so that some of the fruit will

touch the grotind, espacially If troes
ara pruned very little after planting.
The pruning ns practiced by many
growers, 1 firmly bellove, causes ex-
cesgive wood growth on remaining
branches, and this tends to defgr fruit
production. 1 base my opinion on the
faot that Northern Spy trees prodoce
two bushels of fruit at six years from
planting on the nonpruaed plun, Cher-
ry trees 1 prune very lttle even at
planting time, The trees start better
without.—-G. G. H. In Orsage Judd
Farmeor.

One of
thls size can be easlly mnlotained |
and will bring in more ready money |
and be a source of greater satisfaction
than any live stock thut can be kept.—
