Hap and Korean Cooliea Kept In Serv
itude by Contractor.

. The Japaneae and' Korean coolies be-

fore they land at the Honolulu half-

way, bouse ea route to to"
States prtstBt a very dlffereit appear-
ance from that which they make after
they have passed through the hands of
the wily contractor's agents at' the
Hawaiian port. The eoo He leaving
Japan and.Korwa under contract to
work in this country say farewell to
their native, land attired for the most
part la their native coctumes.

It is a part of the agreement which
they enter into with the contractor
that they will lie provided with suit-
able American clothing and given In-

structions as to the proper manner to
wear the name by thfl contractors at
Honolulu. The bills for this clothing
outfit are hi most cases charged up
against them, and they land at San
Francisco owing a considerable aun
of money to the contractors for the
clothing and money advanced, which
sum is to be gradually repaid out of
their wages,

Openwork socks, fancy waistcoats,
gandy neckwear, patent leather ties
and other- - expensive and superfluous
articles of apparel are forced upon the
Ignorant coolies by the scheming con-

tractors, who make a large profit on
nil of tna articles sold. As a result of
this system the oly la so heavily In
debt to the contractor for ClothlngT
honrd. money advanced.' steamer and
railroad fare, that all be Is able 16 eke
out In tlie fiiited States Is a bare es-- i
Isktu-e- .

bor and other persons present that one
of the greatest abuses of the age was
child labor; that the great fault with
existing social conditions in the Unit-
ed States was that no provision for
the protection of the weak and helpless
existed. -

The bishop, declared himself very
thaukful that a unification of senti-
ment npniust child labor was being ag-
itated mid urged organized labor to bo

pitrticuhrly active in bringing about
such unification all over the country.
If a union of forces against child labor
was consummated, snid the bishop, it
would not be long: before It would be
sustained by public sentiment end
prove a great success. ;

men's

Compensation Act.

EMPLOYER RESPONSIBLE

Must Indemnity Employees v Injured in

Their Service In Event of Death of

Workman His Dependents Re- -

ceive Three Years' Wages.

Great Britain is literally seething
with anxious thought and Inquiry lu
regard to tha workmen's compensation
act of 1900. It embodies In a highly
practical form the principle of the re-

sponsibility of the more prosperous fop
the less prosperous members of soci-

ety. In effect it requires universal In-

surance of employees of the serving
type with the exception of persona not
employed in manual labor whose re-

muneration exceeds f1230 a yearj per-
sons whose employment, telng of a
casual nature, is not for the purposes
of the employer's business; policemen,
outworkers and members of the em-

ployer's family dwelling In his house.
- The act goes Into force July 1 next.
The whole country, for almost every
household " and grownup Individual Js
affected In some way, is seeking clear
definitions of legal liability and the
best advice as to how to meet such
liability by Insurance. The Insurance
companies are In clover. New ones are
springing up to compete for the rich
harvest of this huge mass, of, legally
created business, and the old compa-
nies are adding large numbers of peo-

ple tij their canvassing and clerical
staffs.

Says the first section of the act, "If
la any employment personal Injury by
accident arising out of and In the
course of the employment is caused to
a workman, his employer shall be lia-

ble to pay compensation." "Work-
man" Is defined to Include every ooe
regularly employed except the persons
specifically excluded, as stated above.
The manual laborer Is within the act,
no matter bow nmcb-- or how little he
makes. Other kinds of workers are
within the act only if they receive f

a year or less. . r j
Compensation la provided for on the

following scale: In; the event of death
three years' wages, not eiceedicg 300
($.1,500), but not less tbaa 150 (STOOi,
to dependent or a" proportionate sum
to partial 4peudeats; if no depend-
ents, medical and funeral expenses not
exceeding 10 ($30), During disable-
ment excelling on week half tho aver-

age weekly wujfe, ffctttuding vafde of
board and lodging, not exceeding 1

($5) a week. Ia permanent disablement
compensation Is payable for the whole
of the after life of the person Injured.
An injured workman under twenty-on- e

years of age earning less than 1 ($.) ft

week, including value Of board and
lodKlng, Is entitled to compensation of
full wages, not exceeding 10 shillings
(SJ.40).

"Serious and wlllfnl misconduct or
negligence" on the part of the work-
man deprives him, or her of compensa-
tion, only provided the accident does
not result In death or permanent dis-

ablement On the other hand, aueh
mineouduct or negligence on the part
of the employer will result In bis pros-
ecution under the employers liability
act of ISM and the common law acd
the fatal accidents act of lS-ttl- , which
open the way to much heavier dam
at'es In such cases than could be ob-

tained nndcr the compensation act.
Indeed, these laws are always at the
disposal of any injured ;terson who
elects to take advantage of them, al-

though one cannot prosecute both un-

der them and tinder the compensation
act To try under the former does
not debar the plaintiff, If he fails, from
trying under' tho latter, but from any
award made to. him will be deducted
the costs incurred by the first action.

After July 1 next every employer la
this country will bo responsible lu tho
event of an accident to his or her tu-

tor, governess, housekeeper, butler,
cook, maid, scullery girl, gardener,
footman, coachman, groom, gamekeep-
er, chauffeur, clerk, typist, office boy.
salesman or any other servant or work-
man regularly connected with the em-

ployer's housekeeping or business- .-
