They flew
through the air, perched on the top of
a tree; some passengers climbed np
and took them iu their nest" After
seeing a balloon descending Walpole
amuses himself by meditating on the
future of what he calls "alrgonation."
He sees the art of flying perfected and
deposing that of navigation. Flourish-
ing seaports become "deserted vil-

lages," while Salisbury plain, Newmar-
ket heath and the downs become dock-

yards' for aerial vessels. Fubllc roads,
becoming useless, are broken up and
thus rnnke a great Increase In the area
available for tillage. Walpole'a proph-
ecies naty yet be fulfilled.' London
Globe..
