LAMP CLOCKS.

They Were Quite Common In the th

Century,
Of the various examples that have

been glvVu of early specimens of tho
tlockmaker"s art aot the least interes-
tingare the several types of lamp
clocks. One of these was of a kind
quite common in the seventeenth cen-

tury and consisted of a lamp burner
placed at the base of a glass oil recep-
tacle mounted vertically on a suitable
standard. The oil reservoir had at-

tached to it n scale facing the burner
and showing the hours, beginning at 4
o'clock in tho afternoon, ot which tlaie
the lamp was to be lighted In winter,
and ending at 7 o'clock lu the morning.
The lamp being lighted, the gradually
descending level of the oil as combus-
tion proceeded marked the hours.

The other device, of later origin, dat-

ing back to the beginning of the last
century, utilized the same principle. It
consisted of two communicating oil
chambers, superposed by a clock dial.
In one of the chambers was placed a
night lamp to illuminate this dial, and
in the other was suspended a Coat
from a cord which passed oround a
small pulley. The latter was monnted
on n horizontal axis ending in the cen-

ter of the dial. The float of course de-

scended as the oil was consumed and
carried the index hand along with It,
thus marking the hours precisely as
in the case already cited. Pearson's
Weekly.
