BOSTON OFFICIAL OUT.

Superintendent , Mitchell of Purchasing
Department Resigns.

Boston," Sept. G.Supt. Michael J.
Mitchell of the Boston city purchasing
department, formerly an alderman from
Charlestown, and who was appointed to
office by Mayor John F. Fitzgerald, last
night sent in his resignation to Mayor
Fitzgerald.

The resignation of the purchasing
agent comes .following an investigation
into alleged "coal graft" on the part of
city employes and officials, by a tlnnnco
commission, the development of which in
the testimony, taken during the last few
days bave been extremely sensational. .

Superintendent Mitchell was many
luyirs on the stand, and in the caurlb of
his testimony stated that he was-bu- t

sligjitly familiar with the coal business,
being an undertaker, and that he placed
orders for coal almost entirely at the
mayor's direction, no bids being asked
and the price determined without com-

petition. It was also claimed to have
been shown that the city did not get-th-

kind of coal ordered and paid for.
Superintendent Mitchell in general

stated that he did as the mayor ordered,
and for the rest relied upon the honesty
of the firms with whom he placed the
orders, feeling assured that the prices
paid were fair market prices.

Mr. Mitchell's communication to the
mayor explains that the purchasing
ugont believes be has been used unfairly
and a he does not wish to bring any
discredit upon the city and department
which he represent, he offers his resigna-
tion.

The resignation waa given out from
the mayor's office without comment.

Who Was Found Guilty Last Night of

Murdering Norris Heath at Bow-do- in

ment at hard labor was the sentence
today imposed on Sydney K. Preble, the

boy degenerate "who was
found guilty last night of murdering
Norris Heath at Bowdoin last May. Al-

though the defense tried to-- ahow that
the boy was irresponsible, , the jury
brought in a verdict of murder in the
first degree.

The crime for which youns Preble was
convicted last night, was one of the most

in Maine criminal annals.
According to Preble's own story, the
quarrel with young Heath arose over a
dog which the said Heath had set upon
him, and which he, Preble, had kicked.

Preble testitied that he thoucht voting
Heath intended to kill him, so he bor-
rowed a shotgun. One day, he said, he
walked home from work with young
Heath and upon reaching some woods
let Heath get a few paces in front of
him, when Preble shot him in the back
of the head, killing the victim instantly.

Preble then told bow he had rifled the
dead lad's pockets and dragged the bodv
into the woods, where he covered it with
leaves. On his way home, he said, he
met the murdered boy's father and ex-

plained the shot which the man bad
heard by telling him that his father bad
just shot a dog down the road. .Then
he went home and went to sleep.

OVER THREE STATES

Start in Balloon at North Adams, Mass.,

and Drop at Meriden, N. H. A

Successful Trip.

Meriden, N. II., Ccpt. 6. After being
high in the air for about four hours, dur-

ing which time 127 miles of northern
Massachusetts, Vermont and New Hamp-
shire were traveled :over, the big bal-

loon Stevens 21, piloted by Leo Stevens
with Colonel and Mrs. Max Flcischmann
of Cincinnati, Ohio, as passengers, made
a successful .descent here at 6 o'clock
last evening.

The balloon arose fpom North Adams
yesterday afternoon and driven by a
fresh southwesterly breeze sped toward
the green hills of Vermont.
