ANOTHER INMATE

Murder Committed in Maine State Pris-

on at Thornaston, Me.,

Yesterday,

Thornaston, Me.,' Jan. 20. Edward
Smith, known as "Ruckspmt" Smith,
aged 70 years, a life prisoner in the state
prison here, win-r- e he had served for
nearly twenty years, was murdermwly
assaulted and killed yesterday by Ncal
Dow Brooks, age 2d years, of Way, Ale.,
sentenced to prison for twenty years
for rape and who had served four year--

of his sentence,
Both men were inmates of the insane

department, and after the killing Brooks
declared that it had been his intent to
kHl five or six others, including the over-
seer of the blacksmith department and
the physician.

The assault occurred at 7:0 o'clock
while the man were filing back up the
stains from the bath rooms where they
had been cleaning up. Brooks, unknown
to the keepers, had seemed an iron bar
from one of the bedsteads. When he had
reached a turn of the stair, where he
was momcntarly out of sight of he
keeper, he suddenly drew out the bar
and clubbed Smith, who walked in frotw
of him, over the head.

Smith dropped in bis tracks and sev-
eral blows were rained upon bis head
by the insane youth. The man's skull
wag fractured and although removed to
the hospital department, there was no
hope of saving his life. ,

Smith's home was in Bticksport .an!
he was nentenced to state prison for life
on April 19, 1STM, having been con-
victed on the charge of murder. While
detained in the insane department he
had never given any special trouble and
was known as a "trusty'' in the de-

partment.
Brooks was sentenced to serve twenty

years for committing rape on Jan. 28,
1!'()4. About a year ago lie was ordered
into the insane department for observa-
tion, but had not been actually com-

mitted. Twice while in the insane ward
he tried to commit suicide and he had I

til be constantly watched.
Coroner M. P. Jndkin of Rockland

was called to the prison and ordered an
inquest to be held at the prison at 9
o'clock today.

DIED OF HEART TROUBLE.

Charles Emory Smith, Former Postmaster-gen-

eral.

Philadelphia, Pa., Jan. 20. Charles
Emory Smith, editor of the Press, for-
mer minister to Russia and

died suddenly at his home
in this city yesterday, aged C5 years.
Death was caused by heart trouble.

Air. Smith was born in Alanslield,
Conn., on February 12, 1842. In 1870
Air. Smith went to the Albany Journal
of which publication he later became
editor-in-chief- . In 1880 he was given
the post, of editor of the Press. As the
result of his services rendered to various
administrations through his editorial and
political labors, he was appointed minis-
ter to Russia in 1800.

In the spring of 1808 he was given
the portfolio of postmaster-genera- l in
the cabinet of President AIoKinley, a
post which he held through the period
of the Spanish-America- war and dur-

ing part of President Rosevelt's admin-
istration. The practical establishment
of rural free delivery and the creation
of mail service in Cuba. Porto Rico and
the Philippines marked his tenure of
office as postmaster-general- .

Air. Smith was twice married, his sec
ond wife being Aliss Henrietta Nichols
of Xew York, whom he marrbvl at the
home of her mother. Mrs. Washington
Romaine Nichols, at Elberon, N. J., on
October 3 last. Resides the widow, he

Barre Woman Has Constable's Warrant
of 120 Years Ago and Burlington

Tax Collector's Books for
1788.

Among some valuable and interesting
ancient documents owned by Afrs. B. W.

Rraley of this city is an original tax
collector's warrant to Stephen Lawrence
(great grandfather of Arrs liraley),
which is dated 1788 and which was sign-
ed by S. Alattocks, who was slate treas
urer trom i i HO to 1800. Stephen Law-
rence was constable for Burlington and,
in the variant, he is ordered "t.o collect
of the inhabitants of Burlington, afore-
said, five pence on the pound, on the list
of all the polls and rateable property for
the year 1788, in hard money orders,
state note orders issued by the supreme
court, or hard money, and pay the same
into the treasury of this state on or
before the first day of February next."

Stephen Lawrence is further directed
to taue to the "gaol" at Rutland such
persons as fail to pay their taxes. In
spite of its 120 years, the document is
in a good state of preservation.

In connection with the warraut is
Constable Lawrence's original tax-lis- t

book for 1788. It is an eight-pag- e leaf-
let and contains the written names of
the tax-payer- s of Burlington. Included
in the list are the following names:
Ethan (spelled Eathan) Allen, Ira Allen,
Samuel Allen, Nathaniel Allen, Jaliez
Allen, Nathan Allen, Joe Boington, John
Collins, Simeon Collins, Alex. Davidson,

As She Again Described

Alleged Treatment

INS. WHITE'S AURROR ROOM

Justice Dowling Refused to Exclude the
Public from the Thaw Trial To-da- y

and Evelyn Went on the
Stand.

New York, Jan. 20. Evelyn Nesbit
Thaw held the center of the stage to day
at the Thaw trial and the pitiful story
she rehearsed is again public property.
When the court convened, Jerome re-

newed his motion that the public be ex-

cluded while young Mrs. Thaw was on
the stand, lie declared that the exclu-

sion of the women had furnished the
precedent. Littleton replied that while
he was anxious to spare Evelyn any hu-

miliation, the matter was one for the
court to decide, without suggestions from
either party. '

In ruling against Jerome Justice Dow-

ling declared that the constitution guar
anteed the defendant a speedy and pub-
lic trial and this, he did not believe,
intended a trial "in camera" (viz., in
private). The publication of the details
was a matter for the morals of now
miner alitor and not. for the court nr
counsel to pass upon.

In taking up tne examination of Lve- -

lyn, Littleton questioned her relative to
fhe famous interview in a Paris hotel in
1003, in which she confessed to Thaw-tha- t

she could not marrv him because
of alleged wrong- at the fiands of Stan-
ford White. Jerome's objection to the
admission of the conversation between
Thaw and his --wife at that time was
overruled by Justice Bonding.

Then followed the story, substantially
the same as that told at the first trial,
all of which Evelyn said she related to
Thaw that night in Paris. No names
were mentioned when the witness Raid

that she was first introduced to White
by a "party of girl friends," White's
quarters in the Tower were described
vividly. .

Then came the story of what occurred
in the room of the mirrors when White
lured the girl there.

Later, when White endeavored to
soothe the girl by telling her that it
was all a part of life, she asked if cer-
tain people, whom she knew, did so.

"He laughed," said the witness, "for
a long time and told me, why, of course,
and if I didn't believe him to ask any
of them and they would tell mo he was
telling the truth."

During the recital the voice of the wit-
ness broke many times and on one or
two occasions tears rolled down her
cheeks. Thaw sat with a handkerchief
to his eyes, his frame apparently d

with sobs. Describing Thaw's
manner as she told him of her experi
ence, Evelyn said, ''He would pace up
and down the room, pull at his hair,
wring his hand, bite his Singer nails and
sob aloud." '

Afrs. AIcGovern was in - the bedroom

of her home and lighted a kerosene lamp
for the purpose of curling her hair. Just
after the match had been touched to
the wick, the lamp exploded, the glass
thing in countless pieces, and the llame
communicating to the light material in
the room. Although startled by the sud
denness of the explosion, Airs. Alctiovern
retained her composure and grasping a
bedspread battled with the fire. The
spread caught lire and then her own
apron. Still she did not give up, but
redoubled her efforts.

Her courage and persistence were fin-

ally, rewarded, as she, unaided, put out
the fire on her own clothing, and in the
articles of the room, although the chif-
fonier was partially burned. One of
the woman's arms was quite badly burn-
ed. -

ing Faces Straight

BRAZIL POLICE SCARE

Was to lihe Effect That an Attempt
Was Going to Ea Made to Blow

Up the American

Fleet.

Rio de Janeiro, Jan. 20. The officers
of the American fleet are keeping

straight faces over the an-

nouncement by the Brazilian police that
only the letter's vigilance is protecting
the fleet from anarchistic violence. It
is the polite thing to express apprecia
tion of the authorities' care for their
welfare and the Americans are accept
ing, with thanks, the police chief as
gurance that they "tan rest easy," as
all the conspirators have been driven
Into the interior. '

Nobody on the fleet seems much con
cerned over the rumors. The police say
that they are searching for Jean Fedher
of Petropolis, the alleged originator of
the polt to blow up the war ships, but
will give out no details.

The chief of police made this state-
ment:

'. "Some time before the arrival of the
American fleet at Rio Janeiro the Bra-

zilian government received from Wash-

ington and Paris advices that anarchists
of different nationalities intended to
damage one or several of the ships of
the American fleet. The names and ad-

dresses of the conspirators were indi-
cated by information which the police
here had received previously from France
and Germany. The police of this district
are working with the police of Sao Paulo
and Alinas. Geraes and I am sure every
precaution will be exercised and the most
rigorous vigilance observed both on land
and at sea to prevent any injury being
done."

As yet the people of Brazil are ignor-
ant of the details of the plot to do in-

jury to the visitors, although there has
been some slight inkling of the matter.
The impression which the exposure of
this plot will create herp will be a pro-
found one, because it is the first anarch-
istic conspiracy that has ever been
known in Brazil.

The police of .fao Paulo have sent,
word that they are oa the track of the
malefactors, who, they declare, will not
be able to come to Rio Janeiro.

A special dispatch from Petropolis last
night gave an interview with officer
Carlos Hamman, who, it was declared,
had been sent to Sao Paulo to arrest
Jean Fedhar, the alleged anarchist. Ham-ma- n

is quoted as saying that the only
information lie has concerning a con-

spiracy was learned rrom the newspa-
pers. He admitted, however, that he
had been in Sao Paulo and Santos during
the past few day., but declared his busi-
