Five Fatalities in Big Fire at

PROPERTY LOSS $500,000

Flames Were Hard to Check Because of
Gale—Portland’s City Hall Was

Baltimore, Md, Jan. 24—Fire which
started early to-day in a howling gale
in the brass foundry of J. Regester &
Sons was only cheeked after cansing the
death of five firemen and injuring 22
others and entailing properiy lose of
§in0,000, Fire Chief George W. Horfon
is among the dead. All of the dead and
15 of the injored wers caught under

fulling walls and the other sevon firomen
werss hurt in a collision betweon two fire
ongine companies.

he first alorm, shortly after wmid-
nifhi. was followed hy a general one,
cualling out all the Appgratus in the city.
Then by s high wind from the north-
west, Lhe fire spread rapidiy and in an
inenddibly short time the nortliern wall
of {he builiing fell. Saratogn street
being very narrow, five firomen were
killed in the collapse. The fire borned
towards a number of old structures. A
four-story building in the rear, acoupied
by the E. B. Rend & Son company, soon
canght fire and burned flercely.

The bodies of  Licutéenant Frederick
Harmon, James Barrock, August Schriv-
or und John Sleed, all of no. 3 engine
eompany, were taken from beneath the
hurning wall, Chief Horton’s skull was
