Address Settled.

It appeared
for the first time early in the. yer 1811,
and although It was promptly refuted
by John Jay in a letter to Judge Richard
Peter 'dated March 2l, 1811 (wo 'Life
and Correspondence of John Jay,' aeeono

volume, puijc, ;i0-34t!)- , the storv ban
been repeated from time to time for
many .yean?, and no doubt many people
verily believe that General Washington
did not m fact write hl 'Farewell Ad
dress,' but that it wa written for him
by Alexander Hamilton,

"Gertrude Atherton in 'The Conqueror,'
putiliiiet a lew year ago, state that
Mrs. Hamilton declared that her husband
was the real author, and that the origi
nal nmiiuncript wa found among bin
papers, ,..

"The caM' i dearly stated by John
Jay in his letter of March 11, 1811, to
Judtre Peters.

''our letter, 1m says, "conveyed to
me the flrt and onlv information: I have
received that a copy of President Wash
ingtou'a valedictory address had been
found among the papers of General Ham-

ilton, and in his handwriting, and that
a certain gentleman- lmd alo a copy of
it in tho same handwriting."

lie then proceeded to ishow by a pow-
erful argument that the-clai- could not
be maintained upon any fair considera
tion of the presumptive evidence on the
fcuhjeet, and then concludes:

"Thiii much for presumptive evidence.
I will now turn your attention to some
that is direct. '

". The history (if it may lie bo called)
of the addres i not unknown to me,
but tti I came to the knowledge of it
under iriiptiifd confidence I doubted when
I first received your letter whether I
ought to duclos. it. On more mature
rejection I became convinced that if
President Washington wa now alive
and informed of the fact in question, lie
would not only ant horize but alwo desire
me to reduce it to writing, that when
necessary it might be ued to invalidate
the imputations to which thew fact give
color. Tin.-- consideration terminated my
doubts. 1 do not think that a disclosure
is neceary at this moment, but I fear
filch a moment will arise. Whether I
thall then Ire alive or in a capacity to
give testimony i my umvrtein that in
order to avoid the risk of either, 1 chall
now reduce it to writing and commit it
to your cane ami 'de bene ee,as the lwvi fav.

pearetl Ool. (after Gen.) Hamilton'
me 'hat he bad received a letter

from Y?hiiigton.-,aii- 'with it
the draught 'of a farewell sddresa, which
the president had prepared and tin a hieh
he requested our opinion.

''He then proponed that we should fix
ort a day for an interview at mv houie
cm the subject. A day wa accurdiiigl
appointed. On that day Col. Hamiltim
attended. He obw?rved to me, in won
to thi effect, that after having read
and examined the .draught, if appeared
to him to te nuweptiliie of improvement
that he thought the eRsift and la-- it way
wasi to e the draught, untouched and
In its fair state, and to write tlx-- whole
over, ith awh amendments-- alteration
and correction us he thought were ad
visable; and .that lie had done i. lie
then proposed to lead it and make it
tlie subject of our consideration. Thi
being agreed to, he read it, and we pro
ceeded deliberately to discua and con
rider it, paragraph by paragraph, unti
the whole met with our mutual appro
bat ion. amendment were ma
during this interview, but none of much
import aiin ;.. ,

!, fAithotigh this business had not; been
lsafjtily tttspatclicd, yet, aware of the
wnsequence of eiich a paper, 1 M"gwted
giving it a further critical examination
hut ne (leciineU it, saying that he was
pressed for time and was anxious to
return the draught to the president
without delay. It afterwaixl occurred
to me that a certain proposition waa
cxpresic-e-

d in terms too general and tin
qualified, and I hinted it in a letter to
the president.

"A the buwiness took the. course above
montioned, a recurrence to the draught
was tinneeeKary, and it wiw not read.
There wa this advantage in the course
pursued:. The presidents draught re-

mained (as delicacy required) fair and
not obscured bv interlineation, etc. By
comparing it with the paper sent .with
it, he would immediately oliecrve the
particular emendations and correction
that were proposed, and would find them
standing in thi-i- r intended places. Hence
he was enabled to review and to decide
on the whole matter with much greater
clearness ' and taemtx than 1f lie' had
received them in and detached
notes, and witli detailed, reference to
the pages and linp where they were
adviM-- to lie introduced. With creat
esteem and regard, I am, dear xir( your
obedient servant,

"John .Tav."
This letter. of Juhn Jay ought to set

the question at rest.

the "Farewell Address" s that he sub-
mitted it to hi two intimate friends.
Hamilton and Jay, and that the original
manuscript found among Hamilton s pa
pens in Hamilton lraniiwriting wa a
copy ot the original maiie by Hamilton
wnn certain miggestea ciianges in order
that he might thus the better give to I
Wellington tlie of his examina
tion ot i he original, ami linng more I
clearly him the amendment pro-poT--

The whole argument of Jay in
hi letter to Judge Peters i too long
for reproduction, but no one can read it
without a profound conviction that
Washington wa fully equal to the task
of writing the address, and that he did
in fact write it, Hamilton's and Jay's
participation being limited to the susr- -

getion of gome change not materially
affecting its original structure.

ENGLISH SHEEP MANAGEMENT.

Labor and Climate Both Against This
' System.

i The practical diflicultiea in the way of
practicing the English system of aiieep
management in. this country are two- -

fi ld. The first i climate. The Englisn
system is based on root feeding. Thce
roots are turnips and mangels. The for
mer are fed w here grown witnout hand-

ling in any way, says the Country Gen
tleman. A portion'-of the held m en
closed with hurdles and 'when the turnips
tii this place are consumed an additional
piece is taken, and f oil. lliis feed-

ing goe on through the winter. Xorth
of southern Virginia the cold is too
severe for this, a the turnips will not
stand the freezing. The mangel are
harvested and stored in cellar or pits
and are fed after the turnips are gone.
Our climate does not, prevent this, and
jiiich feeding is possible here. Clover,
vetche. etc., are also fed with hurdles.

It should also be said tnat what is
called the English system is tlie one prac
tioed in the southern and middle sec-

tion's. In the northern counties, as in
much of Scotland also, the sheep have
wide ranges of pastures, and are brought
borne for feeding, much as is generally
done in America. The other difficulty
with the English system i the cost of
labor here. The English flock iiaa con-

stant attendance, and the moving of hur-
dle and hand feeding require much
labor. We are compelled to adopt
method that require the lea--t possible
