Observer Shaw of the United States
weather burean at Northfield announcés
that the temperature recorded at hLin
ohservatory this forenoon at eight ofslock
—86 4-10 degrees below saro—is the
lowest record there sinos the burewu was
estublished in 1887, Only two other duys
in thet time lias a tamperature lower
than thirty besn rocorded.

The weather bureau at Northileld is
very conservetive compared with othdw
reports from Northfeld, one report from
that town being 45 degreee below zar;
