vation in Instruction.

Hullnml, March 2. A correspondence
school for the. ttenelit of all eouimis-ioi- i.

ed otlioers of the Vermont national guard
has been instituted by tinv, Fletcher 1'.

Proctor, eoinmander-tit-ehicf- , and ollieiui
orders concerning the school have been
received by (.'apt, B. S. llyland of Co.
A of this city. Th course will cover a
period of four years- and will embrace a
large number of subjects, Including all
drill regulations of all size of bodies of
soldiers, military sketching, sanitation,
field engineering'; military law and pro-
cedure and man problems in taeties, be-

side many other. Two subjects will
be taken throughout the school eeason,
which will include six months of each

year.
Graduates will be classified, honor

men having an average of 05 per cent,
for the full course, and distinjjuiahed
graduates an average of 1)0 per cent. Ail
officer failing in a subject will !s re-

quired to reepat that subject the next
acatfon. Failure in the same subject two
successive years will operate to revoke
the commission of the otlicer.

The instructor will prepare monlitly
sets of questions and thee will be
n ailed to each officer. The student offi-

cers will prepare answers and solutions
and return the same to the instructor.

Doctors Ara Hard to Manage, Says a
Trained Nurse.

"I suppose it is treason to my supe-
rior officer to say so, but doctors are
certainly not easy patients to man-

age," remarked the trained nurse. "At
least, this has always been my experi-
ence, and most nurses, you will find,
agree with me In the matter. I have
recently been nursing a physician
through typhoid, and my experience
with him was typical of the cases of
the profession ln general.

"Doctors know altogether too much
for their own peace of mind, yon see.
Each new symptom is recognized, and
If it is an unfavorable one, why, the
patient's weakened condition usually
leada him to lay great Btress upon it
Then, since he has always been in a
position to issne orders to the nurse,
be cannot easily bring himself to take
orders from her, and be is disposed to
criticise and take exception to treat-
ment which the ordinary patient re-

ceives as a matter of course.
"But perhaps the most troublesome

thing of all is the mania which the
doctor has for taking his temperature.
If he has a moderately high fever and
is allowed to nse the thermometer as
often as he wishes he can fret and
worry over the csult enough to send
his temperature up materially. More
than once rather than exasperate a
physieian patient by a refusal to let
him hare the thermometer and rather
at the same time than let him know
Just how high bis fever was I have
dropped the instrument Just as I was
in the act of handing it to him. Of
