He asked those who liked
the new deal to signify their willingness
to with him to break up the
tipping business. Nearly ail of them
liked it, though a few old-tim- waiters
couldn't see it and unit.

"The hotel man immediately put the
scheme into practice. That

was a year ago, and it has worked per-
fectly. Everybody is satisfied. Vou
can't imagine the comfort you get out
of a stav at that hotel. You sw, most
men dread this tipping thing, Men who
can well afford to tip hate to feel that
they've got to dig for every hand's turn
that is done for them. It's the nuisance
and the bother of "the business as much
as the actual outlay that irritates.

"At this hotel you know that you
can ask for some inconsequential ser-

vice without having to plant a half or a
quarter in the doer's baud. The eyes
are not looked out of you by the ser-

vants. You're not fawned upon nor
danced around. You're not humiliated
by the spectacle of menials doing these
things for what tluy expect to get. And
if that sort of tiling can be done, on a

spot that was a shimhersome old Span-
ish mission only 20 years ago, why ean't
it be done in Xew York?" Xew York
Sun. .
