Stevensville, Ohio.

Buffalo, June 10. A serious wreck
occurred early yraVrday on the Wabash
railroad near Stevensville, Out. Three
cars were derailed and nearly a score
of passengers were injured, two of them
quite seriously. . The wrecked train was
duo in Buffalo at fi o'clock yesterday
morning.

So far as could be learned from early
reports, there were four passenger
eoaclms to the train and but ono of them
was left standing, the other three roll-

ing over, carrying the passenger with
them and cutting and wounding them
with debris. .

Word of the wreck was sent to Buf-
falo immediately and a special relief
train left here before seven o'clock with
a staff of doctors and nurses for the
scene of the wreck.

At 8; 13 o'clock the relief 'train, bring-
ing back about 10 injured persons, ar-
rived at the New York Central station,
where ambulances were waitng to take
six of them to hospitals. The others
were able to continue their journey. All
of the injured are said to be foreigners
returning to Jiui i.:.

The lirst reports of the wreck said
that a number of persons had been killed.
Later, howfver, came a more conserva-
tive story to the effect that no one had
been killed, but that 20 passenger had
been injured.

Early reports as to the cause of the
wreck were meagre, it being said that
ono of the passenger coaches jumped the
track and rolled into tho ditch, causing
two other passenger, coaches to do like-
wise.

Tha accident .happened at dawn and
the coming daylight was of material
assistance in helping to extraciate the
injured passengers from the . wrecked
cars. .'
