THREE BLACK HAND MEN DEAD.

Shot by an Italian Whom They Had
Threatened.

New Orleans, La., June IS. Following
a series of crimes attributed to
"Black Hand'' sociutics in the Italian
quarter of New Orleans, one of the
worst tragedies yet connected with that
section took place yesterday, when three
Italians were shot to death. According
to the police, these men were killed as
a result of an attempt to extort money
from Pietro Gioacona, a wealthy Italian
wine merchant. Giacona told the police
that these men had frequently bought
wine from him and his son by the barrel
and had invariably refused to pay for it.

Acording to the Gioaconas the three
forced them to ship a barrel of wine to
a point in Louisiana Tuesday, and re-

turned ear!yt yesterday and ordered them
to prepare a meal. The cider Gioacona,
suspecting trouble, hid a repeating rirle
near teh table. When one of the visit-

ing Italians drew a revolver and de-

One was killed
b, for he had got ten feet from the
table. The other reached a staircase,
only to receive a bullet in his brain as
hr started down the steps, hi body
falling into the court vard below.
