The Linen Thread company of New York
and Alfred K. Hooth of jtaltimore were
thu complainants named in the petition
and on their plea W. J, Chalmers, presi-
dent of the Commercial Safe Deposit
company, was appointed receiver, Ills
bonds Mere fixed at $50,000 and he was
placed In charge of thu firm's allairs at
once.

The petition asserts that the liabili-
ties of the company are $.V5oo,000 and
places the assets at $,00I,(XM1. The
troubles of the company are alleged to
be due In ft large measure, to an Inade-

quacy of rapitat, coupled with the finan-
cial depression of last fall. The bill
asserts that the company is unable to
meet its obligations.

A. Hooth & Co. was organized In 1470
and took over at that tima tha business
of the A. HiKith Packing company, which
had long been In existence. Its Vuslness
besides the catching, selling and distri-
buting of lili and oysters, consisted of
tlut transportation of passengers and
freight on Siifterior, and the main-

taining and operating in various cities of
cold storage warehouses.

In a statement made by A. V. Booth,
president of the company, the receiver-
ship is declared to have lieen rendered
necessary because instead of mortgaging
the prrqierty the company nas relied for
funds upon the sale of its short time
commercial paper, soma of which It has
been unable to renew. j he manage-
ment," be said, "Is confident that the
embarrassment will be but temporary."
