The
money which built the hotel was pvit
in by farmers mostly but the Invest-
ment was a poor one and many of
them were nearly ruined through the
investment. It cost about fiiO.OOO. and
for the past few years has been owned
by O. P. Ulack, ho acquired it on
mortgage.

Found One Benedict's "Gondolas."

i.cawrs or Turkman recall tha gon- -

dtias" which Henedict Arnold destroyed
on Lake Champlain when he was forced
to retreat before superior Iintish fore
e in 177fl. says The New York Tribune
me wreckage may still oe seen on a

cjilm day at the bottom of Arnold's bay
and tin summer waa more clearly vis
ible than usual. A sojourner in that
region thus describes a recent visit to
the bav.

"The water is lower In the lake than
the oldest inhabitants can remember,
H has gone down six feet since June.
We found one of the "gondnlaa.' These
were evidently .stout, wide boats, very
large and strong, propelled by oars, as
the oak ribs sticking up from the keel
of the ono we discovered plainly show-
ed. These ribs are about five or aix
inches thick. After a long struggle we
sawed off a piece with two rusty nails
in it, nails that are really large spikes.
As the water is about seven feet deep
and the top of the ridge was shout two
fret below the surface, the lak of saw-

ing about a font off was heroic. It is
l ard oak, now quite black. There were
already six saw cuts in the place we
secured. Some other travelers liad been
at it and had got discouraged, which
is not surprising."

A Tree Surgeon in Burlington.
Frederick B. Fhattuck, of Cambridge,

Mass., formerly state inspector of the
gypsy moth in Massachusetts, is doing
home modern tree surgery on the large
elms of the First church in Turling-
ton that is attracting considerable at-

tention from tree and nature lovers. A

large elm which waa struck by lightn-
ing Is now Mr. Shat tuck's particular
patient.

One of the lower limbs broke off.
leaving a large cavity at the top of
the trunk. The cavity, not being
properly treated, became in a bad state
of decay and Mr. 8hattuck found it
necessary to remove the wood in the
cavitT and fill it with cement. The
weak limbs are also being supported
with IxiHs and this particular tree will
bo braced to a near-b- tree by means
of a heavy cable so that a large limb
that leans dangerously over the street
mav be properly supported. After
this tree has been properly treated, the
cavities filled, the wounds tarred and
the bolts tightened it will stand, a siege
cf many years. The insects 'will not be
able, to damage it and the snow water
will find no place to lodge.

Mr. Shattuck, wlio is doing other tree
surgery wor about the city, is ncing
assisted by the city park commission.
lie also expects to do work for the
owners of private estates about the
city.

V. Clark llishop also signed another
written instrument purporting to give
Ins sister, Mrs, terguson, and bis broth
er, Dr. llufus W. llishop of Chicago, a
lease of said premises to secure to them
both a home, subject to the other so
called lease. Jt also appeared that in
January, 1007, said V. Clark llishop ex
edited a warranty deed ot the same
premises fo lr.

of lturlington, and others, trustees, for
the purpose of establishing a home for
the charitable poor in Williston. These
trustees never organised.

Motion was for a decree against all
defendants with one year'a equity of re'
dem ption.

Mr, CtiMiman, for the Fergusons,
claimed that they tdiould have a longer
time for the redemption of the premises
than anv of the other defendants, on the
ground that they had an interest under
the liases.

Mr. Taft, representing lr. Flishop,
