oceans, and it exercises dominion alike
in the Arctic and tropic realms. The

For the very reason that in material
wellbeing we have thus abounded, we
owe it to the Almighty to show equal
progress in moral and spiritual things.

Rut "the foundation avails nothing by
itself. That life is wasted and worse
than wasted which is spent in piling,
heap upon heap, those things which
minister merely to the pleasure of the
body and to the power which rests only
upon wealth.
