New Cooking Utansll That Are a Joy
to Use.

Judging from tbe number of cooking
ntensils to be uaed over gas, it appears
a if tbe kitchen stove would soon be-

come a thing of the past
Among the latent Inventions for gas

stoves is the wade iron. It fits into a
frame nndorneath which the gae is
tamed on.

A good sized iron that is divided Into
four quarters, making throe corner
shaped cake, is $1.10. There are

and $3. Each ske comes with a frame
