Thera are on exhibition in the hall
various models of rooms, especially
sleeping roams in which sanitary and
unsanitary conditioms exist. Dark wall
paper, heavy earpots and clonod windows
are the Diustration of the unheslthy
rooms, while those with light floor cov-
eringn; open windows and light eolored
wall paper are advised, There are also
models of arrangements for slesping out
of doors of varions kinds.

Specimens of both human and bovine
Jssues aifeoted by the diseans are shown,
und while these are rather grewsome ob-
jects to the layman, they impress upen
the mind the ravages of the disease aa
no mere ohart can do. A series of Xom
shotographs shown by electrie light i{
| ustrates the eondition of the lungs of
patients in various stages of the disease
{and show that these diseased tissues can
be told from those in & normal condition
by the air of the X-ray. Large photo-
graphs are on exlibition showing the
sanatorin in the ditferent states und ther
arrangements for outdoor sleaping.

A resolution was adopted by the oty
eouncil lnst evening, ordering the Parre-
Mantpelier Power ard Traction company
to extend its tragks on South Main
street from the present terminal st Ayer
street to Quarry street. By the terms
of the resolution the prosecution of the
work muat be started by the company
within thirty days, or the matter is to
be presented to she public service com-
misxion by Lhe ¢ity altoruey.

Embodied in 'this resolution are the
terms of an agreamant, entered into and
signed by the company in 1804, by whish
an article in the originul franchise of
the eompany was modified by the city
council, daing away with the requirement
that the company ehould run its cars
aver the Soath Main street and Washing-
ton street lines overy hall houwr and
making it hourly on condition that the
company extend its tracks to Quarry
street on South Main street by Septom-
ber ), 1508, This agresment has pever
beem fulfilled and in the minds of the
city vouncil i# still binding.

The repart of the strest committes
and the city attorney on the petition pre-
sentbed to the eouneil last week Importun-
ing the council to take action forving the
company to fulfill itsa part of the agroe-
ment entered into in 1608 was read, The
