Lecture in Department of Teaching By
Principal M. D. Chittenden.

The Weekly lecture tn the department
of teaching at the university of Ver-

mont was given Friday afternoon in
tho William Science' hall by Principal
M, 1). Chittenden of Builinjjfon high
school. The subject wn "School Man-

agement," and was ably presented to a
laie-- and attentive audience of teach-er- i

and atudents. Among the pointa
by the lecturers were:

I. Teaching is a profession. It enr-ri- e

Tvith it the greatest of opportunitia
and tho hfMviext of repounibilitie. It
i hurl'y "omiI to thote of tho min-1-itr- y

in t!nso retpeeta, and many a
clergyman baa aaid that the resptinsi-bilit- y

of thu teacher U greater and hia
opportunity larger than that of the

teacheri for the former ia in
inirneliate and almot continona contact
with the child during the years when the
nature is mont phiatic and ausceptible
to guidance. Consequently there i neeLl
of thorough training, involving not only
profoisioiial, but alo 4 liberal educa-
tion.

2. In managing a school or class
patience and sympathy are needed.
J hesn win the confidence and affection
of the pupil and insure aatixi'actory
work. In these days of systertmtization
care must be taken that these thorough-
ly human qualities are not sacrificed to
M'sfcma. The systems exist for the
child and not the child for the system.

3, A clear perception of the end of
education is essential to aticresa in
school and class work. The lecturer
quoted with approval Baldwin's defi
nition of thi4 end pupil betterment
h the problem of education," and alo
Milton's famous statement that the ul-

timate aim of education Is to fit men
to discharge all his obligations in pcue
and war, toward himself, toward hia
neighbor, toward his Ood. Sporadic,
aimless, purposcl teaching amounts
to little. The teacher must be purposive
and intelligently ao to be really success
ful.

4. The teacher should atndr tha psr- -

hology underlying the working of the
mind. Tn this he will he able to help
tha pupil at the point at which help i

mot needed, viz., hntr to etndy. The j

failure of many a pupil is not due to j

lack of mental insight, but to the fact;
that he doe not know how to study.
The trreafest service the teacher can
render to him ia to put him in the way
of getting his lesson, and this requires;
a careful study of the working of the:
mind as well as the subject in hand.

5. Insistence was placed upon the!
absolute fieep'.sitv of order, and the pos- -

sibilitv of it. Here ajrain rule plav a
secondary part. The mnin thinir te the
personality of the teacher, and hia com-

mand of his subject and himself. Rules
should be fair and simple. If punishment
s necessary, it should be adjusted to

the o!fen and should come with cer
tainty. The aim should be to giv pu
pils plenty of work and interest them in
t. Discipline will then take care of

itself.

A New Trust ' '

Jndson C. Welliver in Manure's for
May, tells about ft gigantio new trust
that is being formed in tho United
States. He says that at the present
rate, of consumption the country's coal
(supply will not last more than one hun-
dred and twenty-fiv- e years, and that
a substitute ntuat be found to produce
the steam power used, and asks a ques-
tion which he answers.

"Ia there such a substitute?" There
is. It is found in the great water powers
of the country. And these are today
well on the wav to control by a trust
bigger than anv that has ever been
urcamed or; a trust mat,, n it stum ue
able to carry out the syst etna tie plans
now in "hand, will be as wealthy as if
it owned all tha railroads of the na-

tion, with Standard Oil and United
States Steel on top, and then a few
score of the minor trusts toed in for
food measure.

"This is the Water Power Trust. Its
existence wag first suspected by gov
ernment oiHi'ials five years ago. Since
then it has i" nil faLiirjiii ill the best
power sites in every part ot the coun-

try. It has subsidies that operate in
Canada. It has grown to such propor- -

tions, and its purpose to monopolize the
water power of a continent has become
so plainly apparent, that President
Roosevelt thus reerred to it, and long

(ago, in his veto of the James River
(Dam bill:

"'The people of the country are
threatened liy a monopoly tar more
powerful because in her closer touch
with their domestic and industrial life,
than anything known to our experience,
A singles generation will see the exhaus-
tion of our natural resources of oil and
gas and such a ri"e in the price of coal
will make the prices of electricity
transmitted water power a controlling
factor in transportation, in manufac-
turing, and in lituehold lighting and
