TRIED TO KILL WOMAN

Murder Took Place in Lumber Camp in

jealou rage, Francesco Jennelaro, age
31 years, stabbed and killed a fellow

countryman, Castellini Ceppino, the boss
of a lumber camp near Plymouth King'
dom, in the town of Reading, yesterday
afternoon. Jennelaro is said to have at
tempted to kill Luisa Thiralcf, the wo
man in the case, but wa prevented from
the second crime by the intervention of
Vincenzo M.iratoto, who i held aa
witness.

Both the men were said to have Vrn
in love with Luisa Thiralci, all three
having come from the same town, near
Messina, Italy. Ceppino has been living
with the woman aim the couple is mm
to have been sought by the jealous rival
for a long time. Jennelaro came to the
United State three years ago from Italy
but he had been in Vermont only a short
time, having engaged work with a pulp
company w huh j ojurating near Ply
mouth Kingdom.

The assault on Ceppino took place at
four o'clock yesterday, the assailant
wielding a wicked looking knife and hav
ing a revolver in his possession, which
he did not use. eppino died within...... ... Jennelaro made an attempt
to kill the woman, but iuoenzo Mira
toto, wko had been an eye witness to

uun r tragedy, stopped him after
hard struggle.

When the officer were called to the
lumber camp where the murder took
place, they found that the other Italians
had bound Jennelaro to a stump of a
tree, The oflicers took the prisoner in
charge and brought him to the county
jail in thi place. Jennelaro tried to
kill himself by using a atone, but was
prevented by the olbcers. Miratoto wa
also held as a witness for the trial.

J he knite with winch Ceppino was
killed u-- seven inches long, dull, and
looks as if it had In-e- made out of an
old tile. The officers took away a revolv
er from Jennelaro. Jennelaro had re
cenlly taken out his first naturalization
paper. He came to Vermont with a
gang of Italians who had been brought
into the state for stripping pulp-wood- .

Ceppino, the dead man, wa bos of the
gang.

It is the purpose of tw prosecuting
attorney to have Jennelaro bound over
to county court and have a special ses-

sion of the grand jury, so that the pris-
oner can be tried during the present term
of court.
