By means of artificial the
doctor wai able to maintain the spark
of life until he ronhl procure a bushel
of ehrpped ice, with which he surrounded
liemillard's body.

When he bitd tlm reduced the lean's
temperature he took Ttctnillard to the
hof.iifal, where tins ordinary mean
of prolonging life in rsnen of !icat pros-
tration were resorted to. This apparent-
ly failed and 10 minutes after lleinilbird
rescued the hospital he was declared
dead.

As the body was being removed tn the
morgue the doctors thought they would
try an electric current, and after a few
applications they were surprise 1 to see
a spasmodic twitching of the muscle
and in a few minutes Rcmillard wit
restored to conscioupiicM.
